The teaching

community on its part most

have an inbuilt mechanism

to face the challenges of IT

based education: From the

point of view of Indian teachers

at best a planned and

systematic approach is
warranted in view of the

inequality in distribution of

infrastructural facilities in
academic institutions and
places across the country. Here
also comes the need for

'Indianization" of the knowledge
economy. Tapping the benifits
and dividends of knowledge
economy would not probably be
unwise for the greater interests
of the teaching community.

To sum up, the knocking
of knowledge economy at our
gates might have send
alarming signals for many.
While for the fast, and
enterprising it is a fresh
challenge. It needs elaborate
and prionged analysis to
explore both the positive and
negative aspects of knowledge
economy. It would be quite

unwise to draw hasty
Conclusion bereft of

abjective incisiveness at this
juncture since blind

oppositions would be almost

suicidal. The responsibility
also lies on the goverment to
arrange and facilitate the

technological gadgets and
tools in remote areas so that

teachers and students alike
rnay accrue the benifits.

Otherwise the import on
higher education would be
skewed and distorted and
may lead to regional
imbalances. To conclude
knowledge economy Is going
to play an influential role in
the future developments of
higher education in our
nation giving rise to both
equilibriums and imbalances

A few poems are subtly
didactic in nature. The poet is

These he views with an
urban consciousness and this
Eliotic note is evident in a
number of poems.

The humanist in him is so

Heath-cliff, a foundling,
is brought by Mr. Earnshaw
to Wuthering Heights (the
ancestral home of the
Earushaws) from Liver pool,
in one of his visits to the
place. The generous Mr.
Earnshaw gives him shelter
in the household and wants
him to be reared with his
own children. But Hindley,
Earnshaw's son becomes
jealous of him and begins to
hate him. Despite "Hindley's
hatred for him, Heathcliff
develops an intense and
passionate affection for
Hindley's sister Catherine,
which is fully reciprocated by
her. On the death of Mr.
Earnshaw, when Hindley
becomes the master of the
household, he reduces
Heath-cliff to the position of
a servant. Both Heath-cliff



and Catherine rebel

vehemently against this
oppression and injustice. But

Catherine, as she grows up,
clearly understands her

'duties' and realizes that she

has to be 'disciplined'; she

has to conform to the

standards of the society in

which she lives. Heath-cliff is

no match for her. To her, the

rich comely, handsome
Edger Liston of Thrushcross

Grange (a home four miles
away from Wuthering

Heights), appears to be
more attractive. Thrushcross

Grange, symbolizing the

comfortable side of

bourageous life attracts her.

So she marries Edgar.
Heath-cliff runs away from
Wuthering Heights only to
return after a few years,—
"completely changed in all
but his nature",Catherine, too
soon realizes that she has

made a grave mistake in

rejecting Heath-cliff — that in
rejecting Heath-cliff she has

chosen death. The more she

realizes this, the more her inner

sufferings becomes
unbearable. Conventional
marriage, with all its charm and
promise of safety, security and
comfort, is now meaningless to
her. She casts aside the duties
of marriage; she discovers that
all she loved in Edger is his
wealth and good looks. She
fails utterly to reconcile herself
to the world of Thrushcross
Grange. Out of frustration she
dies, after giving birth to a
daughter.

But the story does not
end here. The rest of the book
deals with the revenge of
Heath-cliff upon the
descendants of the Earnshaw
family. The tyranneous
dominating and powerful
Heathcliff becomes the master

of Wuthering Height ; and in
order to controle the

properties of the two

families, arranges the
marriage of his son with

Catherine and degrades
Hareton to servility yet
inspite of his callous and
ghastly acts of revenge, we
tend to sympathise with
Heathcliff, because we feel
that "what Heathcliff stands
for is superior to what the
Lintons stand for." Heathcliff
stands for a moral force
which either the Earnshaws
or the Lintons lack. So we
have sympatthy for him as
much as we do have for
Milton's Satan in Paradise
Lost. And Emily Bronte's
greatness, as a novelist
perhaps lies in the fact that
she is capable of making us
realize this. □□

of industry and higher

intensity of job creats

unemployment, for reduction
of governmental expenditure
on education, health, welfare
and other infrastructural •

activities.

The United Nations •

General Assembly adopted
the universal declaration of

Human Rights on Dec 1G,
1948. This declaration
provides that all men and
women are entitled to civil,
political, economic, social
and cultural rights without
any discrimination. It stated
that marriage should be
solemnised with the consent
of intending spouses

Declaration on the right

to development was adopw
by the General Assembly m

1986. It ensures equality for
women in developement. The
U; N. Development Fund for
women came in to existance

because of the need of change
the unequal position of women
in social political and economic
relations.

The convention on the
political rights of women was
opened for signature and
ratification by the General
Assembly in 1952. It entitled
women the right to elect and to
be elected. It also entitled
women to hold public office.

But inspite of all these the
women in the world suffuring a
lot of misery. The rape,killing
raental and physical torture and
all type of exploitation are
occuring. In the male
dominated society women
suffiir exploitation in different
spheres of life. In fact women
cant enjoy equality with men is
social, political, economic and
cultural aspect of life, women
structural subordination to men
across the world is Considered
more in terms of violation of
their rights as human being

In Indian Context, Indian
Constitution came In to
existence just after he universal
Declaration of Human Rights.
So, it is insfluenced the

Constitution of India to greatextent. The constitution of India
provides the equal rights to
women of India by the
fundaraental rights and directive
pnnciple of stste policy,

Apart from the

Fundamental Rights and the
Directive principle of state
policy, several laws were

enceted before and after

Independance which
secures the right of women.
In 1829 , ' Sati' prevention
act was passed in eradicate
the 'sati' system as inhuman
act of burning widow. In
1929, child marriage'
prevention act was passed,
the Hindu marriage' act was
passed in 1955 and
recognised for the first time
the Right of Divorce' by
women.

passed in 1961, and
declares the 'giving' and '
dking' the Dowry as
Crime'.

established by the funding of
U.N.O. But inspite of all these
the position of women have not
been improved. Even in some
Countries the prime Minister as
the head of the Govt, did not
give s much importance to
implement the resolution of
international women's
conference.

In our India after
Independence and having a
Constitution with proper
provisions, the status of women

A HEALTHY COALITION

Over the years, we

had the experience of hung
parliaments with the
inevitability of coalition

Govemments at the Centre.

All the Coalition or front

governments with the latest
BJP-led failed to run for

inbuilt silly clashes of ego.

Of late, the former BJP-Led

coalition has been pulled
down within a span of 13

months at the drop of a hat.
All these tie-ups reel under
the perpetual mortal fear of
being toppled. Obviously, the
party which fathered the

coalition has to constantly
strive to satisfy the partners
with divergent compulsions
and ambitions. What a
single refractory partner can
do has been well

demonstrated by the AIDMK.

This type of arrangement
permits the smaller
constituents of the coalition

to indulge in the work kind of
arm-twistings of the leading
constituent and to make
governance much difficult.
Actually, the combination of
like minded parties having a
common programme with

commitment is a healthy one.
Before independence, the

common interest of almost all
Indians to win freedom was the
dominant reality. But free India
exhibits a contradictory
process-development of
national economy and Indian
consciousness on the one
hand, and emergence of
regional economies and
consciousness owing to
uneven capitalist development
on the other. Instead of
developing the composite
culture of India by equal
treatment to all cultures, the
ruling class has followed the
British legacy of" Divide and
Rule" and has eroded the
autonomy of the states. The
Congress with its monopoly
rule is more responsible for
these fallouts. Invariably, such a
situation leads to the growth ofnew regional parties at the cost
of all India parties, it is this
situation which has ushered in
India, an era of coalitions.

This follow up necessarily
leads to the break down of the
demographic set-up and
formation of parties on caste
religion, language ethnicity and

so on. It also inevitably leads
to the fragmentation of the
national parties, and split,
defection, etc. have become
the dominant features of the
Indian party system. The
feudal political residues of
caste, religion, power and
money have added a lot to it.
Apart from these, owing to
the rise of middle class, the
ethnic upheavals for the
preservation of identity also
lead to mobilisation and
Politlcalisation of the ethnic
groups. The inescapable
conclusion is that no party
can secure the required
majority and bargaining

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'DATURA' AS A BENEFICIAL PLANT

The 'Datura' is a very

common herb that is

commonly found in India. It
belongs to the family
solanaceae, and is a biennial

plant with erect,

dichotomously branched,
herbaceous stems and

simple broad leaves. It is not

very tall, being about 2.5m in
height. It has large flowers,
while the fruits are round

and have tender spines on
their surface.

This plant is called
'dhatura' in Hindi and

Punjabi, 'dhotura' in

Assamese, 'dhutra' in

Bengali, 'dhatoora' in Gujrati,
'dattura' in Kannada,
'umman' in Malayalam,

'dhotra' in Marathi and
thornapple in English.
Botanically it belongs to

genus Datura. Several
species, snchos, D.metel,
D. jastulosa etc! are found.

On 'Shiva ratri' day, the
datura fruits are used to
worship God Shiva. Such
are thought to be sacred
powers of this plant, that
according to the 'Shiva
Purana', when a pe'son

Sri Pinku Das,
T.D.C. 3rd Year (Science)

worships Shiva with 'Bilva
Patra' and datura fruits, he is
freed from, all the sins he may
have committed during his life
time, and his soul goes straight
to heaven after death.

VVhile datura' seeds are
sometimes used for increasing
the narcotic power of 'Bhang',
this common herb has a large
number of medicinal uses as
well. Though the 'datura' plant
has both a black and a green
species, both have equal
medicinal values. Generally only
the leaves, seeds and fruits of
this plant are used for

treatment.

The ash prepared by
burning the dried leaves, twigs,
fruits, flowers and roots, when'
mixed with coconut oil and
applied to hair, is effective in
vanquishing lice and dandruff.
The same ash, when mixed
with mustard oil, is an excellent
cure for eczema.

In case of any kind of
swelling on the body, groundnut
oil should be applied to a few
'datura' leaves which should
then be warmed slightly and
placed on the affected part. The
swelling will come down in a

few hours. If needed the
same treatment can be

repeated before sleeping.
Smoking just a few dry

leaves in an elongated, clay
tube commonly called
'chillum' can relieve
asthama. The chillum should
be packed with only dry
datura' leaves, and no other
tobacco.

According to ancient
texts, in case of a dog or
monkey bite, a paste made
of 'datura' leaves if applied
continuously for a week,
reduces the chance of '
suffering from 'hydrophobia'.

For obtaining relife
rom sciatica', the following
remedy has been found to
be effective. Take six gram
leaves of the 'datura',
|b3dar, adulsa', 'nirgundi',
nn 'sahajana' andpowder them. Mix with
mustard oil and massage
the affected part with it.

Another effective
massage oil can be obtained
by boihng a few 'datura'
eaves ,n 'mahua' oil and

bTJT "'"b's oil isexcellent for relieving joint



pains.

'Datura' is also used
for solidifying mercury. This
is done by grinding together
mercury and 'datura' leaves.
The resultant mixture should
be rolled into beads and
strung on to a black, silk
thread. This thread worn

9round the neck, can
stabilize blood pressure.

Tying the root of a

black 'datura' around the waist
of woman who has history of
miscarriages is supposed to
ensure normal pregnancy,
provided the root is kept tied to
her waist till the baby is safely
born. This same magic root
made into a paste can also
cure piles.

All kinds of fevers can be
overcome by taking a pill called
■Aarogyavatr that is made by

pounding together 30g
'datura seeds', 20g 'revand
chini', and 10g 'sontu' The
powder is sieved and mixed
in water containing desolved
'babool' gum pills, the size of
gram seeds. The piees are
made from the above
mixture and dried in the
shade. It is said that these
pills have a magical effect
on any kind of fever. □
