However the tragic
disaster occurred when the space-craft lost
control with the ground and exploded sixteen

minutes before it was scheduled to land at the

space launching Centre of NASA at Florida. The

oldest space ship of NASA thus crashed in its

28th mission at an attitude of63,000 kms. above

the surface of the earth over the state of Texas

in the United states. Although the reason for the
accident could not be immediately detected, few
possible causes were hinted by NASA as being
responsible for the catastrophe. Among them
were that the space shuttle might have collided
with some space debris besides having some
technical problems during its return journey to
the earth. Some even thought that it might be
the work of some terrorist attack as the first ever

astronaut from Israil was also on board.

However, NASA soon put an end to these
speculations when it declared from its

preliminary investigations that some technical

problems had developed during the take-off. A
piece of insulating metal had broken loose from
the left wing of the ship which was meant to
absorb the heat during its contact with the earth's

atmosphere. Moreover, the shuttle did not carry
the robotic arms so that the defect could have

been mended. Thus, while re-entering the earth's
atmosphere, the space shuttle got warmed up
and ultimately crashed killing all on board.

Kalpana Chawla who became the pride of
India by becoming the first Indian born woman

astronaut to go to space in 1997 on board the

space shuttle bdyssey', was born at Karnal in

Haryana. After completing her secondary
education from the Karnal Higher Secondary
School, Kalpana joined the Punjab Engineering
College from where she did her graduation with

specialisation in Aeronautical Engineering
despite opposition from her family. It is worth

mentioning that she was the only female to have

opted for that course.
After that there was no looking back for

Kalpana. She went to the United States and
began her career at the Ames Research Centre
at NASA in 1988. There she started research in
fluid dynamics. NASA selected Kalpana as an
astronaut candidate in 1994 and she joined the
15th group of US astronauts in March 1995.
Soon in 1997 she made her maiden voyage to
space on board the bdyssey', marking a new
era for not only the Indian women but for the

women of the world as a whole. For Kalpana,
sky was not the limit. She crossed all barriers to
go beyond, to enter and explore the unknown
void.

Kalpana's success stood as the embodiment
o great strength and will empower not only the
Indians but all human kind. Her sudden death
shocked ̂ e entire world. As if she knew her
estiny Kalpana's last words to her brother

before ̂ e second voyage to space were, "If at
I am to die I will embrace death in the space."

WILD LIFE IN INDIA WITH SPECIAL

REFERENCE TO NORTH EASTERN INDIA

• Miss MalamonI Borah, B. Sc. Part-I

In its diversity of wild life, India is the second
largest country of the world. There are about 350
species of mammals, 12,00 species of birds and
many species of reptiles and other animals. In
India there are about 73 National parks and 416
santuaries covering a total area of 141298 sq.
kms. which is about 4% of the geographical area.

The speciality of the wild life of the North-
Eastern region is the high level of endemicity and
the occurence of restricted range species of all
taxonomic groups. The region lies in the
transitional zone of Indo-Malayan and Indo-
chinese and Indo proper region.

A brief description of some important wild
life animals abundant in the North-Eastern India

are as follows.

1. Deer: The deer belongs to the family
'cervidac' of the mammalian class and they are
herbinorous and form significant component of
grazzing food chain of the Indian forest. Due to

limited shelter and food supply, deforestation,
urbanization, mass hunting etc. there has been
a great reduction in the number of deer

population in India. Generally the following
species are found in North-East India.

(a) Spotted deer : It is one of the most
beautiful animals of our forest. It is distributed at
the foot hills of Himalayas and entire peninsular
region. In Assam it is found in the district of

Goalpara, Kamrup and Darrang. As it has white
spot on the skin it is also called chital. It is a

gragerious animal and a prey of Tiger.
(b) Samber: It is the largest Indian deer

which grazes during night and takes shelter in
dense forest during the day. Its food consists of

grasses, leaves and variety of wild fruits. It is
generally found roaming in a group of 4-12.

(c) Swamp Deer : The swamp deer or
Bara-singha means a deer with 12 horns or
antlers. They graze late in the morning and
evening and rest during day time. They have a
strong sense of smell and when alarmed, the
head gives a sharp call and disappears quickly.

(d) Brow antlered deer or Thamin Deer
or Sangai : It is one of the most endangered
species in the world. At present it is confined
only to the Keibul Lamjao National Park
(Manipur). Its antlers grow from near the brows.

(e) Hog Deer : It is a small stout deer
hog like in appearance found rooming solitarily
(occasionally in pairs from Punjab to Assam) It
lives in grassy patches bordering in forest and
comes out at home to feed in evening and
morning only.

2. Wild buffalo: It is a large size robust
animal having streamlined body. It prefers tall
grassy forest close to marshy area, in the vicinity
of rivers and lakes. Indias criminate hunting of
wild buffalo has restricted now to only in Assam
and in some parts of Madhya Pradesh.

3. Rhinoceros : The Indian rhinoceros

found in the grassland and jungle area of the
foot hills of Himalayas and in certain pockets of
plains of West Bengal and Assam. In Assam the
rhinos are available in Kaziranga National Park,
Manas National Park, Pabitara Wild Life
sanctuary, Orang wild life Sanctuary and Lao
khowa Wild life sanctuary. A full grown-rhino is
1.8m in height and 3.9 m in length. It has a
single horn on the nose which is made up of



keratinized skin and matted hair.

4. Elephant ; The Indian elephant is
confined to the Terai and the foot hills because
of its dependance on succulent grasses, bamboo
and plenty of water. It is gragerious and its herd
move constantly in the search of new feeding
grass, elephants are born in the beginning of
monsoon and a female gives birth generally only
one calf at a time.

5. Tiger : The Indian tiger Panthera
tigris is found practically through out India from
the Himalayas to cape-comorin except in the
deserts of Rajasthan, Punjab, Kutch and Sindh.
It is a rich coloured well striped animal with a
short coat. It is almost extremely noc turnal in
habit unlike most members of cat family who
are fearful of water. The tiger likes water and is
excellent swimmer.

The sundenbans is the home of white tiger
which is adapted to live in Swampy mangrove
forest. In the North Eastern region tiger is mainly
restricted to Manas National Park, Nameri
National Park and Namdapha National Park.

6. Pigmy hog : The pigmy hog, sus
salvanius is limited to the foot hills of Eastern
Himalayas convening mainly western Assam
It IS one of the endangered species. It is smallest
of all the pigs. It is restricted to Manas, Kaziranga
and Barnadi wild life sanctuary Due to
destruction of habitat of the pigmy hogs their
numbers were increased in captivity. As for
example - Basistha, Pign.y Hog captive
Breeding project.

He was in quest of a way to go ahead. I was not

brave enough to show him the reel path for I

myself was not sure about it. (Still 1 am not). Yet

1 gave him my company. He was since developed
a style of himself. His paintings are a tribute to
his community...."

Pranab Barua's paintings are a tribute to
the human soul. Almost all his works are

humanscapes. He told this writer once ; "Form

is lifeless without souls and as artist it is necessary

for me to invest souls in forms. To me in

particular, mere visuals cannot be art in themself,
so 1 can't draw landscapes - my drawings are
humanscapes." A number of paintings are

melancholic pictures of human beings. In most

of these works he has a pallette devoted almost
exclusively to soft shades evocative of grief,

despair and desolation. "Three widows in a
storm" and "Call Unheard" in particular stand

out in this respect. The universal suffering comes

out sharply also in 'Shelter' where a young
woman in her half-nude state is keeping close to

an equally despair-ridden child - the unbarred

breasts of the woman and the closed eyes of the

child being juxtaposed to contribute candidly to
make the desired statement of the artist. Whether

it is 'Shelter' 'Call Unheard' or 'Three widows in

a storm', the stress is on creating atmosphere and
mood supreme, rather than a literal description.
In certain other paintings by him like 'Face under
the Hat', 'Boy with a Primitive Look' and 'Blue

Nymph , visages drawn from the raw

background of the rural life are found liberated
from their 'mundane' existence being elevated
by the artist to a state of grace. "Yoshada and
Krishna shows him as a sensitive colorist. The
highly imaginative piece more than its bearing

upon the Hindu pantheon evokes a wonderful

cascade of elemental life in the hearts of the

viewers. His works have the evidence of an easy
going bmsh handled by the soul of an instinctive

artist. They are mostly evocative of the simplicity
and innocence of the common man, the

pleasures and pains of living.

His first flush of artistic triumph had been a

group exhibition by the Artists and Writers

Association in Guwahati in 1965. A fresh

alumnus from the J J School as he was then, he

was impressed by the responses from the artists

and critics. Late Ashu Dev and Shova Brahma

blessed him to see the candour of his canvas.

Poet and art-critic Nilmoni Phukan too talked

highly of him during the show. There had not

been any looking back for 'Pranabda' since then

who played the role of a gentle seeker of truth in

life and art till his death. •

UKTOIIV: A (fNERAL ASSESSMENT

In the summer of 1915, Joseph Conrad
published his novel 'Victory' which became
immensely popular with the public at large.
Many of them claimed it to be his masterpiece.
But we should not take this popularity literaly.
Because for long Conrad was misunderstood
merely as a writer of sea stories and romantic
adventures. The real worth of Conrad as a

novelist was realized much later. 'Victory' is
indeed a specimen through which we can judge
his greatness as a novelist. It is also regarded as
one of his most elusive works. The theme,
characterization, symbolism and the narrative
technique of the novel are inter-related and inter
dependent. Hence, I have favoured the idea of
giving a general assessment of victory rather than
discussing one particular aspect of it.

Before going into the details, it would be
appropriate hereto recall the story or plot of the
novel despite the fact that Conrad always
minimizes the story element. We have to depend
on the impressions which he draws choherently.
'Victory' is the story of a Swedish migrant named
Axel Heyst. Influenced by his cynical father,
Heyct wants to avoid the indignition, follies and
illusions of involvement with life. With this aim
in mind, he tries to keep himself aloof in the
island of Samburan of the Malayan Archinelago.
But there is a tension in his mind due to which
his alineation is incomplete. Sometimes, he feels
lonely and reappears in front of the people.
Unwillingly, he becomes involved with the world.
First, he is caught up with Monison with whom
he opens a trading company. Secondly, he is
struck by the physical beauty of Zena, a young
girl performer in the zangiacoras ladies
Orchestra. Zena is also attracted to him and they
elope. This incident arouses jealousy and anger
in schomberg, the German hotel owner at

sourabaya where the Orchestra stayed.
Schomberg hates Heyst from the very beginning
and his anger crosses all limits since he himself
was infatuated by the girl. Meanswhile a trio of
villains arrive at schomberg's hotel. The cleaver
German tricks and hires Ricardo, the killer, and
sent them in pursuit of Heyst and Lena. Mr. John,
Ricardo and Pedro - the three villains reach the
island after a long and exhaustive voyage where
they nearly lost their lives. After their arrival at
Samburan there is a string of complicated actions.
It becomes a story of rescue and violent tragedy.
At the end Zena loses her life while going to
protect her lover. Heyst is shaken by her supreme
sacrifice of love and buries himself alongwith her
body.

Let us now, go straightway into the themes
and characteristics in 'Victory'. The theme of the
Novel can only be understood if we discuss the
protagonists character. Because Axel Heyst's
character is at the very centre of the Novel. It is
his self-discovery which appears to be the
primary concern of the author. Heyst, as we have
mentioned earlier is a man torn between his
efforts to renounce the world and his very nature
which sometimes recoils from it. Although he has
confined himself into a desolate island, he
reappears because of loneliness. In page 22
Conrad very clearly expresses his failure to detach
himself:

"But the reappearance shows that his
detachment from the world was not complete."

Although he wishes to substract himself from
the conventions and manners of society his very
polished manner defeats him. We feel that Heyst
suffers due to his lack of self-knowledge and his
entire life is a delusion. Gradually it is unfolded
that Heyst is not the man as he appears to be.

He is indeed a man of intelligence,

VI -
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sensibility and capacity. But he denies
responsibility and retreates into a solipistic world
of his own creation. This aspect of his personality
is result of his father's strong influence upon him.
His father is a philosopher who negates life and
renounces the worldly illusions. He is described
as the "destroyer of system's, of hopes, of beliefs."
Heyst's companionship with his eynical father
results in a profround impression upon the young
boy's mind. The novelist has described it in a
beautiful sentence in Chapter-II of Part-II of the
Novel:

"Thress years of such companionship at that
plastic and impressionable age were bound to
leave in the boy a profound mistrust of life."

The dying words of his father is "Look on
make no sound" which Heyst tries to follow all

through his life. He decides to drift away from
the illusions of life. Even after his father's death,
it appears that the ghost of the dead man looms
around him. He reads his father's books and the

only thing which shines in his bed room is an oil

painting oi that man. Thus under the influence
of his father. Heyst decides to live against his
very nature.

However, the relationship with Morrison

seems to upset the equilibrium of his scheme.
He opens the coal trading company as a joint
venture which clearly shows his interests in
worldly activities. He is also much troubled with
a sense of remorse after his death. It e.xposes how
in his eiforls and endeavour to make himself 'a
masternice of aloofness', feels desolate. It is
however. Heyst's affair with Lena which sparks
off the process of his self-discovery. Explaining
the reasons behind his elopement with Lena
Conrad writes- '

"He had no illusions about her, but his
speptical mind was dominated by heart "

Again, the opening chapter of victory is the finest
in the novel from the point of view of its heavy
symbolism. It finds Heyst in a natural setting that
dexcellently sums up his own position in life.
Night after night, Heyst, the ex-manager of T. C.
C. B. smokes his cheroot in the verendah in the

backdrop of the volcano still smoking "like the
end of a gigantic cigar". The man and the
volcano merge in one of Conrad's most brilliant
ecological fusions. The development of Heyst's
character in the whole novel has been conveyed
by the description of the volcano. Like Heyst
himself the volcano also has double aspect - it is
sleepy yet it can erupt at any moment. Similarly
the island of samburan has been described both
as a flat object and the top of mountain reaching
all the way down to the ocean floor. The sea
around it may be tepid and shallow yet it is also
an offshoot of the great waters which embrace
the continents of th eglobe. Both these symbols
suggest the double aspect of Heyst's situation.
The reserence to the magic circle where he is
withdrawn is also explicity made. "There he sits,
not waiting to be rescued by life, but to be kept
safe from it." The garden of Eden myth complete
with original sin is-also symbollically hinted in
Lena and Heyst's conversation in Chapter 8 of
the last section. When they escape together into
the jungle, (he asks her)-

"Are you conscious of sin? Heyst asked
gravely.

She made no answer. 'For I am not' he

added;
'before; '1 am not' 'you you are different

woman' in the temptar'.
The reference to Lena as Eve is obviously

felt here. In the same chapter their discussion on
divine 'punishment', "retribution' and 'mercy'
reminds us of the judgement Day. In the clash
between Jones and Heyst, the conflict between
God and Satan is obliquely felt. Jones, like Satan
has a fierce pride that does not allow him to take
orders, the confrontation with Axel Heyst, the
unarmed man turns to be most difficult for him.
In the end the pyre where Heyst burns himself is
suggestive of purgative fires. For Davidson says
"fire purifies everthing". Symbols are thus

intricately woven in victory from the beginning
tillthe end conveys the meaning at a deeper level.

Any discussion on Coniad's novel remains
incomplete without mentioning his narrative
technique. Victory, in this case is also no
exception. The oblique, point-of-view is typical
in Conrad's novel. We see Axel Heyst from a
vantage point of public opinion-"Enchanted
Heyst", "Hard Facts Heyst", "The Enemy", "The
Swede" are coined by those who do not
understand him. It is because Conrad would liek
us to appreciate a certain situation in the light of
what different characters speak. The language
in victory also forms as a part of the narrative
technique. The language of Jones and Heyst are
different from Ricardo's language which is full of
crude cliches, heavily stressed monosyllabic
diction and aggressive syntax. It not only depicts
the crudity but also of the degradation of
language.

Heyst's language shows the introspective
self-distrusting irony of his personality. In this
Novel the technique of "character doubling" has
also been employed by Conrad. Because he
wants the reader to consider the common
humanity of seemingly kdispavate elements. For
e.g. Lena and Ricaedo recognizes a kinship in
their origin. She understnads Ricardo perfectly.
He percieves her as "One of his own sort".
Similarly Jones and Heyst are doubled as they
are early from England and belong to thesame
upper class. Like other modern novels, we
discover jumbling of chronology in victory.
Readers sometimes face difficulty to distinguish
between event of past and present. Here, Conrad
gives us the whole story through creating
impressions in our mind. Thus the narrative
technique employed by Conrad in Victory is a
typical example of his own invention and
experimentation.

To, sum up the whole discussion. 'Victory'
can be regarded as an interesting novel despite
its elusiveness. The attack upon its sexual
crudities and other aspects by crities have not
slipped down its position in our eyes. We can
very well conclude in Joscelyn Baines words that
"It is among conrad s best novels." •

Blood is priceless. However, it is only during
emergiencies that this fact is realized. This is
specially so when donor blood for use in
transfusion is in short supply. Even when supply
is not the problem there are other challenges too
For example, there is the problem of transmission
of hepatitis and AIDS virus due to transfusion of
infected donor blood. Also by standard
procedure donor blood can be stored only for a
limited time. The blood group antigens on red
blood cell membranes require proper matching
In some cases, it may be difficult to find out
donors with the required rare blood groups
However, these problems are minor in
comparison with that which arises due to sudden
increased demands for blood, as in case of war
or major disasters. To compensate the demand
for natural blood, scientists.have conre forward
w,th an exciting new blood substitute. The basic
studies in artificial cells were started long before
the present interest in biotechnology

to take a second look at blood transfusion. Can

we have something that act just like blood is

available in plenty? Can we produce pure
uncontaminated blood outside the human body

for transfusion? These are some of the questions

which the scientists are trying to find answer to.
Since 1960's scientists have investigated a

number of possible blood substitutes for use in
emergency transfusions. Blood bank generally
face a shortage of blood. Thus the need to
produce alternative sources of blood. Protein
solutions extracted from .cow s blood or
fermented from genetically engineered bacteria
may also be used. These, so called blood
substitutes are on track to enter final clinical trial.
The main advantage of using these products will
be to minimise the risk of infection that whole
blood transfusion may have. Even though blood
banks carried-out very tight screening of the
donated blood supply, the fear of contacting
deadly infection such as hepatitis and HIV
infection which causes AIDS still lingers. On the
other hand blood substitute, being chemicals,

can be sterilized more rigorously than blood.
Synthetic substances have other benifits too.
They stay fresh for much longer than blood.
Available synthetic blood substitute stay on shelf

for six months or more whereas red blood cells

live for six weeks. And the substitute don't need

to be matched for blood type. Blood substitutes
could be pumped into any patient without fear

of an allergic reaction.

Way back in 1868, when some doctors

extracted haemoglobin, the oxygen bearing
protein from the whole blood they were quite
hopeful that it could serve as a substitute for

whole blood. Unfortunately, such hopes were not
fulfilled as haemoglobin failed as a blood
replacement. The reason being that it works only
when in intact blood cells. When freed from its

protective cell, haemoglobin dis-integrates into
two parts and excreted rapidly. Its affinity for

oxygen is also very high. To solve these

problems, the contents of red blood cells have

to be microencaptulated within artificial cells.

Only then they will be a good red blood cell

substitutes. The synthetic membrane, unlike the

natural red blood cell membrane, does not carry
group antigens and is much stronger.

Alliance pharmaceutical, a biotechnology
firm based at San Diego, U.S.A., has found a

chemical, a by product of Teflon called oxygent
which mimics the actions of haemoglobin
without its side effects. In their clinical trials

volunteers undergoing surgery were drained off

a few litres of blood and given a partial

transfusion of the substance. At the end of the

operation their own blood was, however,

returned. The final trial of this procedure are

underway. This procedure could reduce the need

for donated blood during surgery.
In recent years, a number of new uses have

emerged for perfluorocarbons (PFC) and

bromoperfluorocarbons. Perfluorinated organic
liquids are efficient transport media for oxygen
and carbon dioxide. They dissolve at least 40%

oxygen (by volume) as compared to 20% for

whole blood and 30% for blood plasma and can

be used as short term blood substitute. In 1968

R P Geyer at the Hervard School of Public

Health, Boston USA, accomplished the first
complete substitution of the blood of a rat with

an emulsion containing perfluoro-Tri-n-

butylamine but animal survived only for a few

hours. However, in 1973 he succeeded in

perfusing the blood of a white rat which, after

the removal of PFC emulsion resumed normal

activities. The first successful use of artificial blood

on human was reported in 1978, in Japan when
doctors at the Fukushima Medical College used
it clinically on a 65 year old patient on the verge
of death.

Perfluorocarbons (PFCS), a group of ̂
synthetic chemicals that can mimic the function



of haemoglobin have been tried since 1968 as a

alternative to blood transfusion. These are

oiganic compounds in which all hydrogen

molecules have been replaced with fluorine. The

most important characters which make PFCs a

good candidate as a blood substitute is their

ability to dissolve large amounts of oxygen and
carbondioxide gases. In fact, every millilitre of a

PFC can dissolve more oxygen than does blood

or water. Unfortunately, almost all PFCs are solids

and do not easily dissolve in water. The solvents

in which they dissolve, like acetone, petroleum
ether or benzene etc. do not suit the human body.
Therefore, the PFCs have been used in the

human body in the form of colloid solution. One

disadvantage in using colloids is their low osmotic

pressure which can be damaging to the body
cells when enjected. But this problem has been
solved to some extent by mixing the colloid with
substances like hydroxyethyl starch to bring the
osmotic pressure in level with humari blood or
other body cells.

Despite these stumbling blocks the PFCs
have been considered attractive alternative to
blood because they can be easily stored, can be
maintained usable even after years of storage
and reconstituted from a solid form whenever
necessary. Moreover, in cases where blood or
blood products do not suit the patients, PFCs
can come to help. For example, they can be used
in patients who have turned allergic to transfusion
because of repeated blood transfusion, without

any side-effects. There are other advantages also.

India has also a large network of National
highway, state highway and subsidiary roads.
Deluxe and Air conditioned buses ply along the

The income
of the local people is increasing day by day with
the increased in the flow of tourist towards this
place, which inturn is helping in improving their
standard of living, and developing Khajuraho as
one of the prosperous regions in Madhya
Pradesh. •
