n physics, usually gaseous state of matter in which a
part or all of the atoms or molecules are dissociated
to form ions, in such a condition plasmas are formed.
Plasmas consist of a mixture of neutral particles,
positive ions and negative electrons. A plasma is a
conductor of electricity, but a volume with dimensions
greater than the debye length exhibits electrically
neutral behaviour. At a microscopic level,
corresponding to distances shorter than the Debye
length, the particles of a plasma do not exhibit
collective behaviour but instead react individually to
a disturbance, e.g. an electric field.

On the earth, plasmas usually do not occur
naturally except in the form of lightning bolts, which
consist of narrow paths of air molecules of which
approximately 20 percent are ionized and in parts of
flames. The free electrons in a metal can also be
considered as a plasma. Most of the universe
however, consists of matter in the plasma state The
lonzation is caused either by high temperatures such
as inside the sun and stars, or by radiation, such as
the |onzation of inter-steller gases or closer to the

fte aurora"""^' atmosphere producing

field'  to a low-pressure gas, as In neon or fluorescent
tubes. A plasma can also be created by heTCa

neutral gas to very high
temperatures. Usually the
required temperatures are too
high to be applied externally, and
the gas is heated internally by the
injection of high speed ions or
electrons that collide with the gas
particles, increasing their thermal
energy. The electrons in the gas
can also be accelerated by
external electric fields. Ions from
such plasmas are used in the
semiconductor industry for etching
surfaces and otherwise altering
the properties of materials.

'n very hot plasmas the
particles acquire enough energy to
engage in nuclear reactions with
each other during collisions. Such
usion reactions are the heat
source in the sun's core, and
scientists are trying to create
artificial plasmas in the laboratory
in which fusion reactions would
produce energy for the production
of electricity.

Introduction :

'Satra' in Assamese is an institution which is
unique and special to the Eksarna Tradition where
religious teachings, beliefs and spirituality are
imparted. Numbering in hundreds, these centres are
generally independent of each other. They are under
the control of individual Adhikaras (or Satradhikaras)
though they can be grouped into four different
Sanghatis (orders). These centres, in the minimum,
maintain a prayer house (Naamghar). The Koch
Kingdom extended their patronage to the Satras in
the 17th century and later the Ahom Kingdom was
crucial in the spread of the Eksarna religion. Many
of the larger Satra houses where hundreds of celibate
and non-celibate Bhakat (monks) who are a part of
such institutions hold vast lands, repositories of
religions and the cultural relics as well as artefacts
The Satras extend control over their disciples via
vtege Naamghars. Thaana" are the principal living
place of the proceptors vrhere some of their relics
are preserved The Satras are established by
Assamese Vaishnavite monks for religious practices
at fte initiatives of the Ahom Kings of Assam in the

During
the time of Sankardeva the
devotees assembled in the open
and under trees, and even though
temporary prayer houses were
built, the tradition of devotees
living in the premises did not
happen. Madhabdev built the
Barpeta Satra and laid down the
system of daily prayer and initiated

em to establish themselves on

sound economics and make
emselve attractive to the lay

people and spread the Eksarna
religion. Majuli, in eastern Assam

Structures :

The Satra is generally a four-
sided enclosed area with four

gateways (Karapat). Centrally in
this enclosure is a rectangular
prayer hall (Naamghar of
Kirtanghar) at the alignment, in the
east-west direction. On its eastern
side there is an additional

independent structure called the
Manikut (Jewel House), the
sanctum sanctorum in which the

Aasana, a wooden tetrahedral
structure with four carved lions, is
placed containing the main object
of worship (usually a copy of the
Bhagawata Purana in manuscript
or an idol): the Naamghar is
surrounded by four straight rows
of hearts, called "Hati" in which
monks reside. The Adhikaras and

other high officers of the Satra
reside in the eastern "Hatis". All
structures were originally
temporary, made with wood,
bamboo and covered over with

thatch, brick and mortar found

used after the 18th century.

The monks or Bhakats living
in the Satras are under the

supervision of Satradhikaras or

Mahantas. The Bhakats are

celibate people (Kewalia Bhakat).
The Satras play cultural and
historical roles in society in spite
of a religious institution. A dance
form that was initiated by Srimanta
Sakardeva and later developed
within the Satra, and thus called
Satriya is one of the 8 classical
dance forms in India.

Problems :

In the present time the
dynamism and quality of the
Satras have gradually eroded.
They no longer enjoy the enviable

status which they did earlier. The

gradual loss of the religious hold
over the people of western
civilisation, rationalistic ideas,

spread of modern education and
many other factors have

contributed to shake the grip of
Satras on the people.

The Satras of Assam are

struggling with the serious
problem of illegal land
encroachment by the outsiders. It
demands maximum strategy of
protection to save them from the

greedy eyes of the immigrants and
outsiders. In February this year,
the Assam Satra Mahasabha, the

apex body of all the Satras in
Assam, argued that despite
several memoranda and

representations, successive
government at the centre and the

state had done little to free the

Satras from the clutched of illegal
migrants. Public awareness about
the serious threat of land

encroachment by immigrants as

well as neighouring states is the
demand of the hour. We should be

aware and think of it as a alarming
clarion call for the entire

Assamese community. In order to

revive the Sankari culture, people

should wholeheartedly come
forward to study the socio-
religious philosophies of
Sankardeva. The masses should

studies should encourage the
coming generations to follow and

maintain Sankari culture in their

day-to-day life and its importance

should be preserved and realised
for eternity by the people of
Assam. The state government

must also play a significant role in
taking the responsibility of making
Sankari Culture known far and

wide globally.

Conclusion :

The general notion about the
Satriya Culture is that it is the
culture to be propagated solely
within the Satra premises. In
reality, Sankardeva's culture broke
the boundaries of the Satra and

spread it far and wide to become
an integral part of the social,
religious and the cultural fabric of
the Assamese people. So it is
appropriate that in the national and
international level, it must be

known as "Sankari" culture

instead of "Satriya" culture.

he origin of Biotechnology is as old as human
civilisation. As a science, it is a little more than 100
Years old, as an old useful art it dates back to
antiquity. Fermentation is the oldest biotechnological
process discovered by man. Fermented honey, or
mead, may have provided one of the earliest alcoholic
beverages fermentation for man.

Biotechnology is the integreated use of
Biochemisty, Microbiology and Engineering in order
to achieve technological application of the capabilities
of microorganisms, cultured tissues/cells and parts
thereof. The Science of Biotechnology is based on
two core categories : (1) Genetic Engineering (2)
Biochemical Engineering.

Genetic Engineering is the generation of new
combinations of heritable material by insertion of
desirable genes or DNA sequence produced outside
the cell into any carrier system so as to allow their
incorporation into a host organism. Biochemistry
Engineering process helps in the growth of desired
microbe/eukaryotic cell in large quantities in sterile
medium.

In the year 1972, Stanely Cohen and Herbert

Boyer, two scientists isolated an antibiotic resistant

gene from a plasmid of the bacterium salmonella
typhimeerium. This piece of DNA was responsible

for conferring antibiotic resistance.
Biotechnology deals with industrial production

of large number of
biopharmaceuticals and
production of genetically modified
plants and animals. Through
genetic engineering we can
produce transgenic animals,
plants or microorganisms.

Biotechnology is also making

a great contribution to medicine,
both in the diagnosis of diseases
and in the development of
pharmaceutical products for
disease therapy. One purpose of
DNA Technology is to identity
genes whose mutations cause
genetic disorders.

Current breakthroghs in the
field of biotechnology include
production of genetically modified
organisms. Plants are genetically
modified to introduce new traits in
them including pest resistance,
herbicide resistance, disease
resistance, drought tolerance,
nutritions and pharmaceuticals. It
has wide spread applications in
the fields of agriculture, animal
husbandary, pharmaceuticals and
so many other spheres of life.

seam, the sentinel on the North-Eastern frontiers of

India is a state richly endowed with places of tourists
attraction. Assam is blessed with majestic rivers,
extremely rich landscapes, lofty green hills, lushy
grassy plains, rarest flora and fauna, beautiful

islands, natural resources and virtually everything.
Moreover, the simplicity & hospitality of the people
residing here add an extra grace to the beauty of the
magical valley making it unique in itself. So, some
people call it a 'MAGICAL LAND' and we call it -- 'A

PARADISE ON EARTH'.

The rich biodiversity of Assam supports an
immense range of rare and endangered creatures
such as the one-horned rhino (Rhinoceros
unicornocis), the Golden Langur (Paresbytis geei).
Pigmy Hog (Sus salvanius), Gangetic Dolphin
(Platanista gangetica) etc., some of which are
completely extinct in other parts of the country. So,
the Government has established National Parks and
wildlife Sanctuaries in Assam to protect and prevent
such valuable assets of nature, i.e., wildlife.

National Park:- A national park is a large area
dedicated by the Central Government for the people
as a means of enjoyment natural beauty. There are

five national parks in Assam.

Kaziranga National Park:- It
is the first and oldest National
Park of Assam. It is located in the
heart of the Brahmaputra valley in
Assam and ranges over two
districts, namely : Golaghat and
Nagaon. Spread across 430 sq.
km, it is a dazzling mosaic of
dense rain forests, tall elephant
grass and swathes of reeds
interspersed with vast tracts of
marshes and shallow pools.

Kaziranga was declared as a
reserve forest on 3rd January,
1908 with the primary aim of
rearing and protecting the great
Indian Rhinoceros. On November,
10, 1916 it was declared as a
'Game Sanctuary'. The term
•Game Sanctuary' was replaced
by 'Wildlife Sanctuary' in 1950 as
per notification by the Government

¥



of Assam. Finally, on February 11,

1974, the designation was

changed to 'Kaziranga National

Park'.

The prime attractions of this

Park are Elephant Safari and one-

horned Indian Rhino. Other

animals are Indian Biscon,

Swamp Deer (Cervus duvavceli),

Hoolock Gibbon (Hylobates

hoolock). Heron, Grey Pelican

(Pelecanus species), storks etc.

Best time to visit this national park

is between mid-Novembeer to

early April.

On August 3, 2007 Kaziranga

was brought under the Project

Tiger. According to Tiger census
of 2010, Kaziranga has 32 tigers
per 100 sq. km, which is the

highest tiger density in the world.

It was also labeled the World

Heritage Site in 1985.

Manas National Park:- The

Manas National Park is situated

along the foot hills of Bhutan in the

Barpeta district. It also embraces

parts of Kokrajhar, Nalbari and

Darrang districts. The river Manas

passes through it. It covers an area
of about 540 sq. km.

It was declared a National

Park in 1995. It came under the

aegis of the Project Tiger in 1973,

which was done due to potential
habitat of tiger in the North-
Eastern region of India. It was

placed in the list of World Heritage
Site in 1985 for its unique
combination of scenic beauty and
rare wealth of wildlife.

The manas National Park has

the largest number of rarely found

wild animals of India which

includes species of twenty two

endangered animals. Apart from

tigers, the prime attractions of this

park are the rare wildlife species like hispid hare
(laprolagus hispidus), pigmy hog. Golden Langur and
lots of migratory birds.

Dibru-Salkhowa National Park:- The Dibru-
Saikhowa National Park is one of the largest National
Parks in Assam and the only forest reserve where
wild horses are found. It is situated in the South bank
of the Brahmaputra in the extreme east of Assam
and is spread over 640 sq. km. It lies partly in the
Dibrugarh district and partly in the Tinisukia district
Of the seven parts of the park, one part is wetland
and the rest is mainly grassland and dense forest

Dibru-Saikhowa was declared as a National Park
on March 5, 1999. It is a safe haven for many rare
and endangered species of wildlife, like white-winoed
wood duck (Cairina scutulata), semi-wild horse
elephant, tiger etc.

Chakrashila Wildlife
Sanctuary:- Located in the Dhubri
and the Kokrajhar districts with an
area of 45 sq. km., its prime
attractions are - goldgen lagur,
mammals, birds, reptiles etc.

Bornadi Wildlife
Sanctuary:- It covers an area of
26.2 sq. km and is located in the

Darrang district. It is famous for
Pigmy Hog and Hispid hare.

Sonai-Rupai Wildlife
Sanctuary:- Established in 1934
in the Sonitpur district, it covers an
area of 175 sq. km. It is famous
for Indian Bison, Hog Deer, tiger,
elephant etc.

Pabhoi Wildlife Sanctuary:-

It is situated in the Lakhimpur

district. It is famous for elephants

and wild water buffaloes etc.

Bura Chapori Wildlife
Sanctuary:- Situated in the
Sonitpur district, it is especially
known for the Bengal Florican.

Garampani Wildlife
Sanctuary:- Situated in the Karbi
Anglong district of Assam, It
harbours elephants, hoolock
gibbons, tigers etc with a large
veriety of birds and reptiles.

Cell-Phone Radiation

a Micro-level Killer

ell-phone radiation on human health is the subject
of recent interest ,at the same time it is a matter of
great concern for our children's health especially
nascent generation who are at great risk as they
spend most of their time with this silent killer. There
IS wider publicity that Tobacco causes cancer while
mobile phone do not, but the ground reality is that
^xposure to mobile-phone for longer duration(30
minutes or more per day) for a period of 10-12 years
could lead to or boost malignant brain tumors (cancer
) as reported in almost all the studies.

There are more than 7 billion subscriptions
worldwide and the number is increasing in at an
alarming rate. Mobile phones use electromagnetic
r3cliation in the microwave range.

Microwaves are a form of electromagnetic
radiation which have a large spectrum, with gamma
rays at one end and radio waves at the other. X-rays

II ^^'^ll ^ 0 o
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and gamma rays are well known
to cause harmful effects because

of their ionizing properties.
Microwaves lie between the radio
waves and infrared region of the
electromagnetic frequency
spectrum and are classified in the

categories of non-ionizing
radiations.

It would be wrong to presume
that non-ionizing radiation could
do no harm to health as numerous
studies conducted so far reveled
the harmful effects of cell-phones
and cell-phone towers in both
independent and mobile-company
sponsored studies.

In 2011, International Agency
for Research on Cancer (lARC)
has classified mobile phone
radiation on the lARC scale into
Group 28 - possibly carcinogenic.

That means that there "could
be some risk" of carcinogenicity
(cancer), so additional research
into the long-term, heavy use of
mobile phones is the need of the
hour. Some national radiation
advisory authorities, have
recommended measures to
minimize exposure to their citizens
as a precautionary approach

Part of the radio waves
emitted by a mobile telephone
handset are absorbed by our body.

The rate at which energy is
absorbed by the human body is
measured by the Specific
Absorption Rate (SAR), and its
maximum levels for modern
handsets have been set by
governmental regulating agencies
m rnany countries. In the USA, the
e eral Communications

Commission (FCC) has set a SAR
Nmit of 1.6 W/kg, averaged over avolume of 1 gram of tissue, for the
head. In Europe, the limit is 2 W/
kg, averaged over a volume of 10
grams of tissue. SAR values are
heavily dependent on the size of

own the meshes of memories, at some time or other
we have all read his words. In subsequent times
those readings have inspired us. Especially in our
younger days, his children's books have played a
significant role in shaping our thoughts. Literally
meaning 'Grandmother's Tales', Burhi Aair Saadhu
by Sahityarathi Lakshminath Bezbarua has been, for
generations of Assamese readers, our first lessons
in life. Written in a simple yet lucid narrative Burhi
Aair Sadhu is a collection of short tales, each with a
moral woven into it's contours. And yet. this book is
much more than that. Burhi Aair Sadhu is Bezbarua's
cudgel to purge the foibles of man, as he saw in the
Assamese society of his times. At the same time it is
Bezbarua's childhood memories concretized, and
consequently, the reader's memories crystallized As
a child, Lakshminath was fortunate to have been
influenced by myriad experiences, enabled by his
father s job.

Put in simple terms, a folktale
's a short prose narrative of
anonymous authorship that is
orally circulated in society, down
succeeding generations. A folktale
provides a glimpse into the values,

customs and culture of the society
that had generated that particular
oral tale. Such tales are a medium
for a community's self-expression-
Inscribing a folktale into written
form enables posterity an insight
into days and times gone by,
innbibing in them, a sense of pride
in their rich cultural heritage.

his had found initiation in 1778



79 in the famous Collection of

Popular Songs by Herder. Such
efforts were carried forward in

1811-35 by the famous Brothers

Grimm, in Germany. In India,

pioneers of such efforts included
Lai Behari Dey and his Folktales

of Bengal, 1881; R.C. Temple's
Wide Awake Stories , 1884, Mary

Frere's Old Deccan Days 1889 ,
Rabindranath Tagore's Bauler

Gaan (1883), Swadeshi Samaj
(1904), Dakhinaranjan Mitra
Majumdar's Thakurmar Jhuli and
Thakurdadar Jhuli (1907 and 1909

respectively) to cite a few. With
proximity with the Tagore family, it
would have been surprising had
Lakshminath remained untouched

by these new developments.
Added to this, such writings
generated a sense of nationalism
in the people. And, forever
dedicated to the cause of his
motherland, Lakshminath
Bezbarua realized the significant

role such writings could have on
the Assamese mindset. For, at that

time, Assamese society was
reeling under the impact of certain
policies of the ruling British
government. In 1836, Bengali had
been introduced as the official
language of Assam.
Consequently, Bengali became

the medium of instruction in
schools, such that, several
generations of Assamese children
grew up learning Bengali at
school. Bengali being an alien
language such sudden imposition
caused pupils to have a difficult
time. At the same time the self-
respect of the Assamese was
offended, while a sense of
inferiority and ignorance too
(unconsciously) seeped into the
„ooooooooooooooooooo

minds of the masses regarding
their own language and culture.

The Bengali subordinates in the

administrative machinery of British

Assam who were rumoured to

have helped Henry Hopkinson, the

Commissioner of Assam, argued
that Assamese was a mere variant

of the Bengali language.

Lakshminath himself had learnt

his first lessons in Bengali

medium. Consequently he

realized the importance of

cleaving out Assamese language

and ethos out of those caverns.

Through his wide oeuvre of
creativity, Lakshminath Bezbarua

waged an incessant battle for

upholding the language-literature-
culture of the Assamese race.

Through his almost single-handed
efforts he contoured the future of

Assamese language-literature-
culture-ethos through the magic of
his quill.

In Burhi aair Sadhu,there are

thirty tales in all. Each of these is

set in a rural framework. The

stories are taut and have a pace

which engages the reader till the
end. The narrator's voice is clearly

perceptible throughout: she is an
omniscient narrator-who

observes, comments and sums
the tales with "our clothes were all

blackened, and we returned

home". Which recurs, like a
refrain, throughout. From the
narrator's tone itself, we can

envision an old grandmother
lovingly weaving tales before her
grandchildren(apparently, just as
Rabinath used to). The book is
infused with a humour that may be
termed sardonic yet gentle.
Through this Bezbarua seeks to
not merely highlight but rectify the
0000000000^

weaknesses and shortcomings of
men. Even birds, beasts, and

flowers are symbolic of men and

their frailties. In tales like 'Bandor

aru Siyal' (the Monkey and the
Fox), Tejimola, 'Mekurir Jiyekor
Sadhu' (The tale of the Cat's

daughter) and 'Dhorakauri aru

Tiposi Sorai'(the Crow and the

Tiposi Bird) to name a few,

characters speak like humans-

reminding us of the beast fables,

of the days of yore. Though,
uttered in a light-hearted tone,

there are a few tales, like

'Tejimola', which speak of tragic
circumstances that befall young
Tejimola after the death of her

mother.

The other significant aspect
of Burhi Aair Sadhu is the

presence of women characters.

Not only is the narrator (in the
frame narrative) a woman, a

significant number of stories in this

book center on women. In most

of the stories, we find a significant
female character; and,
interestingly, variety in their
presentations. While 'Tejimola' is
a classic tragic character, Sutibai

(in the story 'Tikhor aru Sutibai') is
an orphan who along with her

brother can find her way through
distressing waters of life, the

youngest queen ('Soru kunwori')
in 'Kota Jua nak Kharoniye di

Dhak' is a cunning young lady who
manages to save herself from a
thief who has nefarious intentions,

Paneshoi the protagonist of the
story 'Paneshoi' is a fairy who
emerges out of an egg.

In the preface, Bezbarua
writes of the origins of the tales in
this book-Folktales are of two



broad kinds-one, that instructs,

and the other which enable men-

old and young to free their thought

sand imaginations in the

boundless skies of possibilities.

In Burhi Aair Sadhu, we find a

fusion of both. Further, in the same

preface, he writes-

Readers might find similarities

between some of the tales in this

book with tales from other parts of

India,especially Bengal. Owing to

this if they think that these tales

are written under the shadow of

those foreign tales, then they are

wrong. For there might be several

reasons why folktales of one

society matches or are similar to

those of others. Firstly, these tales

are so old that they can be traced

to the ancient times when the

Aryan race was together, before
they diverged into different

directions across Asia and
Europe. Of course with time, and
with different influences
modifications have come over,
and yet, the skeleton has
remained the same. And they
cannot change....Secondly, many
tales spread from country to
another by word of
mouth...especially between
neighbours...

Through the above we get a
peek into the mind behind such
thoughts. Lakshminath Bezbarua
was a patriot-his unflinching
loyalty to Assamese culture-
language and the Assamese race

is exemplary, yet he was never

prejudiced against any other

culture/literature. As the tales in

Burhi aair Sadhu show, they can
be applied with equal relevance to
any other country/community/
culture. Bezbarua not only

concretized oral tales that had
come down to him, he also derived
inspiration from Russian as well
as Bengali literary oeuvres,. Those
influences were hued with the
colours of Assamese life, such that
when we, as children,or as young
adults read this work, the

experience is so inspiring , that,
as time passes by, Burhi AaT
Sadhu becomes the crystallization
of our reminiscences ...

n view of my personal experience and success in a
few Competitive Examinations that I happened to
appear, with utmost confidence, I would like to
suggest a few simple tips to the readers mulling for
appearing in similar examinations. One should
remember that the basic preparation for all

All the above notions are
utterly misleading and deserve to be thrown miles
away from one's mind if he or she is ever thinking of
trying his or her luck (that seldom matters) in
competitive Examinations which may help him/her
to get employed in a dream job. In fact, what matter
most are the attitude of the candidate, a proper
planning to follow up, regularity and consistency in
preparation, an indomitable spirit for overcoming
all hurdles and most importantly a tenacious &
untiring zeal to do what has already been done by

many in the past in an ordinary
style to achieve something extra
ordinary. To get through a
competitive Examination one
does not need to create new
knowledge out of nothing. But
interestingly what one has to do is
either to acquire a knowledge or
only to renew or recall a

knowledge which are normally
acquirable & renewable by an
Ordinary Candidate who has the
flair for making the best out of his
or her time. To substantiate my

aforesaid claims 1 can cite
innumerable examples from the
records known to many.

If one likes to take the
example of Shri Narayan Konwar
(IAS), the only person to get
selection & appointment for the
coveted IAS from the district of
Morigaon till date. Dear reader,
mind it please, hailing from one of
the furthest parts of the Country
he succeeded at the all India level
competing with Lakhs and proved
to the world that he was one of the

Best brains in the country for that
particular Year. That outstanding

achievement by Sri Konwar could
be attributed to his constant hard



work, sincerity, focus & genuine
willingness to put himself
somewhere at the top which had

to be self-generating in nature. His
medium of Schooling, family
backround & lineage & place of
birth did not have any negative
bearing on his final selection for

Premiere Service of the

Country. Almost similar example
can fit on the success story of
many from our neighbourhood
itself such as Sri Atahar Hussain
(IRS, one who cleared the UPSC
Examination and made it to the
Indian Revenue Service some
years back, hailing from
Nogabondha, Morigaon), Sri-
Dhruba Joyoti Das ACS and Sri
Homen Gohain Baruah ACS (both
are from Jagiroad itself),. The list
of such successful person who
made it to the top somewhere in
similar field is endless.

The same example applies to

my personal case also as one
would find that I never had
anything extolling in my Academic
Career as I could never taste the
taste of scoring more than 55%
marks in any of the examinations
during my life time right from
HSLC to MA(Eco). Besides, my
Schooling in Vernacular medium
(Assamese) could never be a
hurdle while preparing for such
highly competitive Examinations.
But I stood at the 7th Rank in the
ACS list of Combined Competitive
Examinations-2009 conducted by
APSC where I had to compete with
thousands of candidates coming

from better Schooling backround
with higher percentage of marks
in School or College leaving
Examinations. Hence, once
backround does not matter at all
and can't be a hurdle on
someone's success if there is a set
goal and a strong and burning
desire to succeed.

Now the million dollar

through Vernacular Medium or
English Medium.

such as General Studies by Tata
MGraw Hills, General Studies by
Spectrum etc which prove to be
quite useful and handy. I assure
an aspiring candidate with
maximum personal confidence
that what only needs is to renew
and upgrade his/her knowledge by
picking any of those or more
Books. Those prescribed Books
are abundant with general
information & adequately supply
the necessary clue about recalling
one's knowledge already acquired
at different points of his/her
academic career throughout
schooling days and does not
contain anything exceptional that
he/she never heard earlier.
