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CONTRIBUTIONS OF RAJANIKANTA BARDALAI TO THE
FLOWERING OF ASSAMESE NOVEL-PROPER

On the occasion of the ] 50”’ bzrth anniversary of Ra]amkanta Bardalaz(] 867—
1940), we need to recount and discuss the oeuvre of the eminent writer vis-a-vis
his pioneering role in laying the edifice of the Assamese novel - proper, the
seed for which had been sown towards the end of the nineteenth century by
Padmanath Gohain Borooah and Lakshminath Bezbaroa. Dr. Dipak Jyoti Baruah
in this article attempts at making a comprehensive study on the contributions of

Bardalaz to the growth of the Assamese novel proper.

Following Jatrikar Jatra, in about 1854, Mrs.
Garney translated a social novel in Bengali by Mrs.
Mullen: Phulmani Oo Karunar Bibaran. Phulmani aru
Karuna- the Assamese version of the Bengali original
is an imaginative story of two native Christian women
which has an end marked by a direct preaching of the

d N
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Christian ideal. A few other works published soon
afterwards which too provided cues to the way of writing
full length story or novel were: Kaminikantar Caritra
(1877) by A. K. Garney and Alokeshi Bessyar Bisai
(1877) by ML.E. Leslie. According to Parikshit Hazarika,
Kaminikantar Caritra is the first original work of a
novel in the Assamese language.

All these works were basically aimed at
disseminating the ideal of Christian piety and except for
their historical significance, they hold but little literary
value from the point of the effective form of a novel. If
all these works did herald the coming of the novel,
Hemchandra Barua’s Bahire Rang Cang Bhitare Kowa
Bhaturi (1876), a fiction- type (satirical) prose essay
had its benchmark as the first attempt at anything
approaching a plot. Four years hence, appeared the first
novel by an Assamese lady: Padmavati Devi Phukanani’s
Sudharmar Upakhyan (1880). In the novel, as
mentioned by the writer in the Preface of it, an attempt
has been made “to show the results and the

consequences of the actions of good and evil man.’
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Written in six chapters, the narrative of the novel has
the stamp of a didactic and religious story. The story is
replete with many unnatural events and coincidences
and indeed there seems to be no attempt by the writer
to make a credulous representation of the reality through
her story. Nonetheless, the work holds its historical

importance as one of the precursors of the Assamese
novel.

Until, 1890, however, in the Assamese language,
the novel could not achieve perfection with fulfillment
of all its basic requirements (such as: narration of a story
of life with verisimilitude, orderly arrangement of the
plot, art of characterization, use of felicitous dialogue,
synthesis of story and art of presentation etc.). In 1890
Padmanath Gohain Borooah published his Bhanumati,
with which began the trend of writing novel in the modern
sense in the language. The story of Bhanumati centres
on the triangular love involving Bhanumati, Charu Gohain
and the king- Siva Singha. In the settings of the novel
there is the Moamariya Revolt, which has but a slight
influence upon the story. The story is narrated in the
first person by Bhanumati and she occupies the
predominating place among all the characters. The story
reaches its climax with Bhanumati finding a watery
grave. Besides the novel’s basic elements in plot
structure including the rising action, conflicts and climax
etc., it contains a story wrought round the passions of
the characters making it to be a far better novel than its

predecessors. The other novel written by Gohain
Borooah was Lahari(1892).

The other notable contemporary novelists of Gohain
Borooah were Lakshminath Bezbarua and Rajani Kanta
Bardalai. They were the products of the Jonaki-era (a
number of such Calcutta- educated young men brought
out the literary magazine Jonaki(‘Moonlight’) in 1889,
a journal which had the all important influence of building
up of the modern Assamese literature). Like the other
writers of the era, they were also well groomed in the
Western trends of thoughts and in the art of moder
writing. They were writing in varied fields of literature
and were specially gifted in the art of writing novels in

the modern sense. Thus Gohain Borooah’s
Bhanumati(1890), Bezbarua’s Padumkonwari(1891)
and Bardalai’s Miri Jiyari(1895) paved the way for the
setting up of the edifice of the novel-proper in the
language. All this however does not mean that the works
by these trendsetters of novel writing were free from
any limitations. Their works were generally loose in their

plot construction and were lacking in structural and
organic unity.

Lakshminath Bezbarua’s Padum Kunwari too
rendered potential contributions to the emergence of the
novel in the modern sense. In Lahori by Gohain Borooah
it is a story of true lovers who are rewarded with their
landing up in marriage successfully in spite of initial stress
and strains, while in Padum Konwari it is a story of
tragic love. Padum Konwari not only subsisted on its
theme of romantic tragedy, it also could impress
sufficiently upon the mind of the readers with the story’s

fidelity to the reality of life, thanks to the particular
historical setting of it.

However, Assamese novel in its formative period
reached its high watermark only in the writings of Rajani
Kanta Bardalai. If he with his hard labour and diligence
in discharging of his administrative duty was able to
arouse instant endearment from his people, he could
make a durable and never forgettable impact in their
minds through his literary writings who besides his works

of non-fictional nature contributed as many as nine
novels.

Bardalai wrote his first novel: Miri Jiyari(1895)
qn asocial theme. It is the first Assamese novel on tribal
life. Set against the background of the alluvial land on
the bank of the Subansiri river inhabited contiguously
by the people from the Miri (presently known as the

Mising) tribe, the story of the novel is a tragic love-idyll
between Janki and Panei.

. Not just as a romantic novel, Miri Jiyari holds its
mtfj'rests among the readers also for its social theme.
Wntten witha distinct felicitousness of human sympathy,
I course of the depiction of hjs story, the writer tries his

best to do justice to the Mising milieu. The socio- cultural




ethos of the tribe has been depicted in the story with a
palpable show of camaraderie and large-heartedness
by the author. Bardalai was entrusted by the British
administration where he had been serving as a civil
servant, to make surveys on the ethnic cultural life of
the Misings, and it can be well surmised that all this had
added to his knowledge about the tribe besides
broadening his outlook about the tribe. According to the
critic Hiren Gohain, the story of Miri Jiyari is less
considerably removed from the social reality of Assam
and therefore it can be considered a relatively more
perfect novel than his other works. Bordoloi through his
profession had personal opportunities to observe the
social milieu of the Mising tribe and he also engaged
himself to do a monograph on the people. Due to such
experiences, he naturally could render an incredible
account of the tribe in his novel.

Except for Miri Jiyari and Thamba Thoibir
Sadhu, in all his other novels he went to depict different
events of the Assam history besides making the native
readers realize the richness of their ethos and traditions,
their history and religious values. For his élan for matters
of history as the backgrounds of his novels, scholar
Dimbeswar Neog has termed him as “An Assamese

Scott”

Manomati can be regarded as a milestone in the
annals of the Assamese novels since it is the first
historical novel in the language. Here the novelist
attempts a romantic treatment of history. The artistic
felicity which Bardalai has displayed in dealing with the
matters of history in the novel, leads scholar Birinchi
Kr. Barua to say : “Manomati (1900) is Bardoloi’s best

work.”!?

Written against the background of the Burmese
Invasion of Assam (in the early part of the nineteenth
century), the main story of the novel is about the idyllic
love between Lakshmikanta and Manomati. Their love
affair has been caught in the whirlpool of the condition
of the time, as in that period Assam had been witness to
a complete chaotic situation due to t.he decllmmg power
of the Ahom rule and the Burmese incursion.

In the novel, Bardalai tries to maintain fidelity as

far as possible in the portrayal of the social milieu in
context of the historical setting of the story and displays
his breadth of knowledge of the conducts of all the
characters with all their strength and weaknesses.
Besides, the social and cultural tenets of the people also
come alive with animated realistic details through his
pen. In the first chapter of the Part I of the novel there
is a graphic presentation of the Daulutsava at Barpeta
including the picturesque details of the boat-race, held
traditionally by the local people on this occasion. The
novelist in the depiction of this festival also incorporates
various traditional songs that are dipped in religious
sentiments. In the third and fourth chapter, there is a
detailed appraisal of the mode of living of both the
common people as well as those belonging to the gentries
and nobilities. In the twelfth chapter, he puts the
character of Halakanta in the perspective of pettiness
and self-motive, which happens to be a palpable trait in
many like him. Halakanta is found to be in the forefront
of the war, not because he has been impelled by his
heart to do so since the existence of his motherland was
at stake at the hands of the invaders, his motive was
rather to take revenge upon the Barnagariya Barua
under the guise of the war.

His third novel: Dandua Droh (1909) has as its
background another important epoch of Assam History.
The story of the novel centres round the background of
the public revolt which erupted in North Kamrup against
the reign of oppressions let loose by Badan Barphukan,
who was a viceroy under the Ahom King (King
Kamaleswar Singha). The mass rebellion was led by
Haraduta and Biradutta (the revolt according to history,
continued during the eight years between1788 and 1796.
In the year 1795, late Kaliya Bhomora Barphukan
contained this rebellion). In the story of the novel,
Padmakumari- the daughter of Haradutta gets into a
love affair with Mahiram, an orphan. Her romantic love
in due course of time comes headlong into a collision as
her father takes a position contrary to her
wishes(Haradutta straightway rejects his father’s wish

to enter into the wedlock with Mahiram) Kumedan,
another youth of the village too seeks to marry her and
a conflict is aroused due to this element of triangular
love. Meanwhile, Haradutta emerges as the leader of a
peasants’ revolt known as the ‘Dandua-droh’, as a
consequence of which, all his family members are
constrained to move out to the jungles. In the jungle,
Haradutta’s wife succumbs to death over snake-bite.
Finally, the family of Haradutta has to face trials on
charges of leading and encouraging the uprisal.
Haradutta was court-martialed on charges of treason.
Left in the dock, Padmakumari kills herself by jumping
into the river to evade captivity.

Bardalai in his novel inserts a love-story into the
precincts of a historical event which lends a tragic appeal
in its denouement. However, he was evidently more
interested in recreating history, and did not think it
necessary to give equal importance to the development
of the love- theme with due thrust upon characterization.

His next novel- Rangili (1925) also pivots around
the settings of the declining period of Ahom rule, the
Burmese invasion and the consequent disintegration of
the society of Assam. However, the aesthetics of the
novel is mainly based upon the denouement of the pure
love of Rangili who is drawn towards Satram with a
spirit of pristine romantic idealism.

Rangili also makes a point of reference to the
philosophical bearing of Bordoloj’s mind. The suffering
mind of man can hope to get its anxieties redeemed in
the precinct of spirituality or faith. It is in this context
that in the novel, Rangili finally takes recourse to a life
in spirituality.

Nirmal Bhakat(1926) is a small, yet, somber novel
where the novelist explores the depth of love between
the characters- Nirmal and Rupahi. The novel is largely
philosophical in its appeal. The story has as itg
background the third Burmese invasions of Assam. But,
more than the history, love plays the pivotal role. The
novel is largely philosophical in its appeal. There is, for
instance, a long philosophical discourse, which runs
across four chapters continuously (from Chapter 22 o
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Chapter25). This discusson beween a village gentleman
and Nirmal Bhakat (Atoi) puts significant lights upon
the specific requirements, by fulfillment of which one
can enrich himself with the ultimate solace of life.
Bordoloi wants to prove by the character of Nirmal
Bhakat that realizing and practicing the tenets of
Vaishnavism can be the best way for arriving at a
knowledge about the true essence of life.

His next novel Tumreswarir Mandir (1926) too
pivots round a romantic story, but here the writer also
ingeniously projects the sub-theme about the conflict
between Tantrism and Vaishnavism and the triumph of
the later. Though the setting of the story has a historical
bearing, the writer also tries to enliven the past by

portrayal of the atmosphere of the time with topogrélpica1
and sociological details.

The plot of the novel is conceived ingeniously by
the writer to Justify the humane aspect of the Vaishnava
spiritual tenet. By help of such a plot, he brilliantly builds
up a conflict between the two trends of religious thought:
Tantricism and Vaishnavism and finally ends up with a
denouement of Vaishnavism as being more powerful and
effectual for the solace of humanity. In the novel, he
affects the victory of Vaishnavism over Tantricism by
representing the former as a symbol of all-embracing
love and the latter as one of blind faith.

The theme of pure love finds into the precincts of
yet another historical nove] by Bordoloi: Rahdai Ligiri
(1930). 1t deals with the love-story of Rahdai and
Dayaram. The simple-hearted passionate duo fall victim

to the intrigues and antipathy of a powerful section of
the society.

Like Nirmal Bhakat in this novel too the spiritual
motive of the novelist plays a major role. Bardalai was
a traditionalist by temperament and was greatly
influenced by the Vaishnava spiritual tenets. This side
of his Personality finds a cleqr expression in this novel-
Both Rahdaj and Dayaram find their ultimate resort in
the path of salvation shown by the gospel of Vaishnavism-
The once carthly and stormed-tossed love between




Rahdai and Dayaram at the point of denouement of the
novel metamorphoses into a divine love.

This novel too centres round a historical setting:
that is the first Burmese accession of Assam. This
aggression by the Burmese soldiers took place at the
time of the coronation of Chandrakanta Singha. The
situation of Assam at that time was very grim. There
was total chaos in the whole state with internal conflicts
between the nobles and the ruling royal families,
corrupting court intrigues, internecine battles etc.
Popular uprisings, prevalence of medieval cults like black
art and various blind rituals too had been the other
features of the time. There was thus an atmosphere of
complete insecurity and unrest all over the state, though,
in spite of all this, the king was behaving quite insensitively
giving himself mosly to boisterousness and fulfillment
of primal passions. In the novel, Bardalai makes a lucid
presentation about all such a scenario concerning Assam
on the eve of the first Burmese incursion.

As in case of a few of his earlier novels, the
element of mysticism has sneaked into this novel too.
Bardalai showed great enthusiasm in gathering
knowledge about magic, black art, hypnotism, Shaktism
and Tantricism.

While Rahdai Ligiri is in size the largest among
all the novels by Bordoloi, his Radha Rukminir
Ron(1925) is the shortest. It deals with the revolt of the
Moamoria sect of the Vaishnavites against the Ahom
rule (the rebellion erupted because in the later half of
the eighteenth century, leading priests of the sect suffered
humiliation at the instance of the King Gaurinath Singha.
The followers of the tenets of the Mayamariya
Vaishnavism took strong exception to such a humiliation
and brought their ire before the king by organizing such
a revolt). The novel narrates the story about Radha and
Rukmini, two common villagers, who by displaying
exemplary courage and heroism led successfully the
simple Moamaria peasants in troupes against the Ahom
forces.

The success of a novel depends upon its being able
to emerge as an organic art with all the essential
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ingredients, viz. plot, characters, incidents, dialogue and ‘
art of story telling fusing together into a fine balance.
In case of the overall texture of the Radha Rukminir
Ron, the novelist has failed to convey an impression of
such a unified blending of the different elements to the
readers.

Khamba-Thoibir Sadhukatha (1932) is Bardalai’s
last work of novel. For its various shortcomings, it is
difficult to straightway term this work as a novel.
However, it still retains a few characteristic features of
the genre for which scholar-writer Hemanta Kr. Sarma
incorporates it as a novel into the list of the works written
by the writer, prepared by him. The work centres round
aromantic story based on a traditional story of Manipur.
The novelist here adopts just a matter- of- fact story
telling and is evidently less interested about the need of
conforming to the novelist’s art. However, that the novel
is short of literary strength should not demean its other
merits. Like his other novels where he draws pictures
of the social and cultural life of the people, in this novel
too the same relish of him is noticed. In fact, the novel
serves to unfold a slice of the worldview of the simple-
hearted lay-people of Manipur with all their practices,
beliefs, norms and social mores. There are myths relating
to their worldview of gods or superhuman beings that
are outside their ordinary human life and yet basic to it.
The novel draws a graphic picture of the simple rustic
life of the Manipuri villagers with description of some
of their religio-cultural rites and rituals. There is also
reference to various gods and goddesses of the local
(Manipuri) Hindu pantheon in the story. The novel begins
with an introduction (in chapter 1) on the historical past
of Manipur along with a reference to the glorious position
it occupies in the Mahabharata. Bardalai also states in
the same chapter that he has written the novel in
adaptation of an old mythical tale on Khamba and Thoibi
who are believed to be the human incarnations of Lord
Shiva and Goddess Parbati respectively.

Along with the general social and cultural life of
the simple-hearted Manipuri villagers, the novel also
sheds some useful lights on the basic nature of the
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minds of these people used to create myths to make
them closely related to many of their religious beliefs
and rituals. In this context, reference may be made about
the author’s inclusion of the details of the Hangjing Puja
(worship of Lord Hangjing). Thoibi during his stay at
Tamruk Pai Naga’s hut is able to draw favours and
blessings from the god Hangjing. Khamba too is shown
to have similarly blessed by the same God.

The outlook of the simple milieu of Manipur towards
the role of divinity in the destiny of man comes to a
focus in Bardalai’s Khamba-Thoibir Sadhukaha. This
is of course not very exceptional for this work only (both
religion and mysticism are found playing important roles
in almost all his novels).

Bardalai was one of those few Assamese who
paved the way for writing novel as an important genre
of literary activities in the language. He wrote as many
as nine novels at a time when the genre was at its
formative stage. He wrote mostly on historical themes
and in crafting these novels he imbibed the ideals of Sir
Walter Scott and Bankim Chandra Chaterjee. He thus
popularized both writing and reading of historical novels.
Though the form of his novels is almost mechanical
(repeatedly in his novels, the stories are love-centred
and they develop in the same way), one cannot deny
that he was writing his works with passionate zeal and

hence was a ‘mighty potentate’ in the rise of the
Assamese novel.

The historical novel as a genre relies much on the
question of setting in a novel. The setting is developed
in a way that it can harmonize fact and fiction. The
appropriate and impressive presentation of the overall
atmosphere of the concerned age happens to be a basic
and special function of a historical novelist. In all this,
Bardalai shows his outstanding caliber.

Bardalai was the first novelist to bring the women
characters before the eyes of the readers as sources of
attraction. They are the products of Bardalai’s large
heartedness and broad human sympathy. Panei in Miri
Jiyari, Rupahi in Nirmal Bhakat, Rahdai in Rahdai
Ligiri are examples of Bardalai’s finesse in creation of
women characters. As a novelist Bardalai had deep
concerns for the section of the suppressed women of
the society and it is very significant that at a time when
feminism in literature was yet to make a marked
presence, he tried to bring the women among the lowly

and neglected section of the society before the eyes of
the readers.

Bardalai in his novels adopted a style which is
simple, down to earth and lucid. His diction is such that
it can evoke the appropriate or intended feelings (like
compassion, empathy, forgiveness, affection, anger,
anguish etc.) in the mind of the readers, However, there
are also instances when he in spite of efforts to describe

a situation in graphic details fails to make the desired
impact upon the reader’s mind.

Bardalai depicted the life, society and culture of
Assam with such a large- hearted approach that he could
easily endear himselfto the heart of the common readers.
He entered into the bosom of the general readers also
because, through his narratives he tried to bring the “lowly
and the neglected of the society before the eyes of the
readers”, The fragrance of the soi] of his motherland
Assam had been deeply rooted in his mind which finds
adequate reflection through all his works. He took his
pento portray Assam’s singular identities o the premise
of the depiction of her Past, highlighting more particularly
the richness and diversity of the culture and society in
his novels at 4 time when the state was passing through
a critical period of the people’s national existence.

Boundary Problems m North East India with special
reference to Assam : Nagaland boundary dispute

Abstract: The North East India comprising eight states
covers an area of 262132 sq. km. and lies between 22°
and 29° 5 ‘N latitudes and 87° E and 970 30 ¢ E.
longitudes. The north eastern region covers an area of
262132 sq. km., part from Assam all the other states
are hilly. Boundary is an important component of human
community which ranges from village level to
international level. The North East India is encircled by
five foreign states in five sides. Therefore it has both
international and state boundaries which frequently occur
bitter experience when boundary dispute take place.
China has claimed a large portion or land in Arunachal
Pradesh. Bangladesh also encroached a considerable
area in Boraibari region of Dhubri district which has
been settled recently by Indo-Bangladesh land
agreement. Similarly there is inter-state bound?ry
problem mainly between Assam and its neighboring
states. An endeavor has been made here to study the
boundary conflict of North East India both intematifmal
and inter state level. Special emphasis has been given
to Assam Nagaland boundary dispute which continuously
creates problem in several district of north east and south

cast Assam.
Key words: International boundary, Indo-Bangladesh.

Introduction: The north east India comprises of .seven
states — Assam, Manipur, Meghalaya, Nagaland. Tripura,
Mizoram and Arunachal Pradesh.Positioned between
latitude 22°- 29° N, and longitude 88° 55°E - 96° 25°E
the north east region covers an area of 262132 square

kilometers. Apart from Assam, all the other states are
hilly.

Connected with a narrow strip of leveled land
(hardly 60 km. wide Bengal Duars) with the rest part of
India, the region has a common border with Bangladesh,
Burma, China and Bhutan. The region has 6500 km.
land boundary. The boundaries with Bhutan, China and
Burma are physical (natural), whereas boundaries
between north east India and Bangladesh are a cultural
one which in present days has created numerous
problems in this region.

On March, 1914,Mc-Mohan line was delimited as
the boundary between China (Tibet) and India’s north
east portion. It runs from eastern Bhutan to a point which
is a strategic trijunction of India, Burma and China. The
total length of this boundary is I 140 km. In this portion,
the height of Himalayas is between 500 - 700 metres.
South of this region is a belt of wooded terrain. It is
inhabited by tribes of Arunachal Pradesh, such as
Monpas ,Khamtis, Singphoes, MisimisAdis, Nisi, Miri,
Apatani, Sherdukpan, Noctes etc.

China claims 5120 sq.km. of border areas south of
Mc-Mohan Line. In 1962 they invaded the whole of
Arunachal Pradesh. The boundary between India and
Burma is about 1450 km. long. The border land south of
this line is completely forested. The region is inhabited
by many tribes like Kanyaks, Semas, Angamis, Rangmas,
Kukis, Mizos, Tripuris and non- tribes like Maities. These
two boundaries are‘antecedent boundary’.
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The boundary from Tripura, Assam, Meghalaya,
Mizoram with Bangladesh is 3910 km. long. This
boundary was determined by Red Cliffe Award. The
portion of the border land between Meghalaya and
Bangladesh and Tripura-Bangladesh is hilly and covered
with forest. Boundary between Bhutan and Assam is
269 km. Assam - Bangladesh borderline on the plains
and people living either side of the boundary. The lack
of natural barriers in this part has made illegal
immigration a very difficult problem.

The border region of this part of India has had too
many problems. The Brahmaputra valley with its small
settled population was surrounded in all sides by
extensive thickly populated tribe in tribal areas which
had been left un-administrated bythe Ahoms. The British
succeedingAhoms never felt the need to demarcate
boundary line and the policy of locating boundary line
was along the watershed accepted.

In the case of plains area the boundary line was
fixed along a river not ‘at mid-stream, but at one of the
banks. Generally the river changes the course and the
boundary use to change too. It is now a great problem
between Assam and Bangladesh border. Millions of
illegal infiltrators came in to Assam. It was bound to
start a movement for detection and deportation of all
the foreign infiltrators in September 1979. Government
of India finalized plan to fence the Indo- Bangladesh
border. But Bangladesh has protested it. Bangladesh
rifles fired on working men at border.

Besides, other borders are subject of dispute.
Border dispute between Assam and its neighboring states
create more problems. Each of the state of north east
India was the former district of Assam. But after the
independence of India in 1947, the region has been
dissected by the political surgeons. Their separation from
Assam was on the recognition of identity of tribes or
their inhabiting lands. The inter- state boundary dispute
have cropped up due to severs factors, mainly legacy of
British Govt. policy.

Separate state of Nagaland emerged in 1963;
Meghalaya in 1972; Union Territories of Mizoram and
Arunachal Pradesh were also created in 1972 ( both

later became states in 1987). At the time of creation of
Nagaland, Meghalaya, Arunachal Pradesh and Mizoram,
the people of these states did not put any question or
objection to the existing boundaries. But now they
demand a large portion of Assam’s boundary area. It

was raised since 1959 by Nagaland and later followed
by other units ofthe region.

It is to be noted that the territory of Assam have
been truncated during the last four decade. As for
instance 35 square km. area was given to Bhutan in
1949 in north Kamrup known Dewangiri. Assam-
Arunachal Pradesh has 704 km. long boundary line.
Arunachal Pradesh had got statehood in I 983.After the
receive of statehood. Boundary problem between Assam
and Arunachal Pradesh takes a serious turn. The
boundary line touching the district of Sonitpur, Lakhirnpur,
Dhernaji, Tinsukia, Darrang, Dibrugarh and Sivasagar
of Assam. It has boundary disput mainly in
Sonitpur,Lakhimpur,Dhemaji and Tinsukia district of
Assam. Arunachal Pradesh encroaches a large area of
Assam. She has included some villages of border region
of the Lakhirnpur and Dhemaji district in her voter list.
Arunachal Pradesh illegally occupied 21,343 hect. land
of Assam. She has occupied an area or 90 sq. km.in
Lakhimpur district. She has also been occupying a large
portion of area in Pathalipahar, Bandordewa, in
Lakhimpur district and Dulung reserve forest in Jonai
subdivision. A few years back Arunachali people killed
seven people of Sonitpur district cruelly.

Arunachal Pradesh occupied 4119 hect.land of
Dhemaji District, 4866 hect.of Sonitpur district, 652
hect. ofSivasagar district and 9269 hect, ofTinsukia
district (NiyamiaBarta, Feb.4. 2016). Assam government
evacuated unauthorized people’s residence along the
N.-H52 - Bandordewa region on 15th July 1994.

Meghalaya also claims a large part of foot-hill area
or Kamrup and Goalpara districts of Assam. They
demand a large area south of the national high way from
Dispur up to Hahim- Arodunga sector of Kamrup district-
Meghalaya wants integration into its territory of some

Garo villages in Assam. Frequently tension arises in the
foot-

hill of south Salmara and Jorabat region. Sometimes




they also demand the Kanyadhara hill of Guwahati as
their land.

Mizos also demanda large area of Cachar district.
The Mizosspecially the rebels desired to integrate the
area of Mizo villages of Assam territory. Former rebel
leader Laldenga repeatedly placed before the centre his
desire for formation of a greater Mizoram.

Assam Nagaland Boundary Problem:

Boundary dispute between Assam and Nagaland
become more problematic year after year. The boundary
problem became more tedious when the Nagaland
government demanded central government 4974.16 sq.
krn. land of Assam as her. The dream of greater Nagalim
of NSCN inspires encroachers to forcefully occupy
Assam’s land.

On 15t December, 1963, the thirteenth amendment
of the Constitution created Nagaland as 16th state of
India. Earlier Nagapahar district was created in 1866.
Some portion of forest area of Nagalandwas handed
over to the Sivasagar district in 1875. A massive survey
was undertaken to demarcate boundary between
Nagaland and Sivasagar district from 1916 to 1923, and
ultimately boundary pillars were fixed in 1925. The pillars
were intact up to 1947, but later on it was extinct. The
Nagas were not happy with these pillars.

In time of creation of Nagaland the boundar; of
1925 accepted without modification for which Nagas
were more unhappy. They demanded the area which
were included in 1866 (in time of creation of Nagai and

district). Therefore Nagas were determined to capture

the forest area of nearby area of different district of

Assam. .
Nagaland has beenclaiming certain areas of the
Sivasagar, Jorhat and Golaghat districts. Few years ago

the whole country was shocked to see the violence of

theNagas over the villagers along the Assam Nagaland

border. Some areas like Merapani, Chungajan,
Rajapukhuri, Terrai, Dichoi forest, Urimghat, Dayang,
Galekiare vulnerable and are being attacked by Nagas

in several time and a large number of people and security

personal were died,many houses were gutted. We can

cite example of disturbance by Nagas chronologically:

In 1967 Tarai region, near Merapani occupied by
Nagas. In 1968-69 and 1970 Nagas killed many
Assamese people to occupy Dichoi forest region.
Disturbance took place in 1977 at Merapani and took
life ofmany Assamese inhabitants there. In 1979
violence was caused atChungajan by Nagasleaving 90
Assamese people died and many more injured. 1200 sq.
km area were encroached by Nagaland. In 1984 Nagas
gutted 25 Assamese families in the Merapani area.
Again,Nagas killed 25 Assamese people in Rajapukhuri
region and occupied a large area. On 12" and
l3thAugust, 2004,Nagas fired on villagers of Urimghat
village. Subsequently, on 12" August 2014, fire set by
the Nagas gutted more than 100 Assamese houses
inUrimghat and nearby villages. At least 20 villagers were
killed in the incident and fearing more troubles,many
inhabitants had to leave their home and hearth. Nagas’
attempt was to occupy a portion of the areas in the
border- region comprising of Chungajan, Merapani and
Urimghat.

In 1971 Central government appointed a one man
committee headed by K.V.K.Sundaramafter a
conference held between the two governments of
Nagaland and Assam. But the Government of Nagaland
refused to accept the recomendations probably because
it had gone against the claims of Nagaland. Contrary to
the posture of Nagaland, the Assam government
accepted the Sundaram report in 1979. The government
at the centre whether it was a congress or a BJP
government, never tried to persuade the Nagaland
government to accept the recommendations of
theSundaram Committee . As per the recommendations
of this Committee,Nagaland needed to return 60 sq.km.
in the Dimapur region. It is to be noted that Dimapurhad
never been a part of Nagaland since it was historically
the capital of theKachari kingdom. A couple of years
ago, the Naga police personnel attacked the Assam police
outpost at Merapani-well within the Assam’s territory
and created a sensational situation which remains still
fresh in the mind of the people.Situation becomes tense
on the eve of every general election or assembly election
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in these areas. The government of Nagaland has set up
seven polling stations within the territory of Assam which
by constitutionally defining them under section 3 of the
State of Nagaland Act. 1962.

The Assam - Nagaland border dispute is about
claims made by Nagaland over more than a thousand
sq km of area in Assam. Nagaland claims that these
areas were excluded from the Naga Hill Tuensang Area
by the British colonial rulers for administrative and
imparial convenience. Assam considers them as natural
boundaries having constitutional status.

The reality is that most of these border areas
especially in the Golaghat district were forested and some
of them were reserve forests located right on the border.
Natural boundary itself is problematic as foot hills
sometimes are undulating without any distinct watershed
making demarcation problem.

Since the early 1970s, there were several armed
conflicts between the people living in the border areas
of the two states. These have continued notwithstanding
the peace Accord signed by both the states on May 2,
1972. We need to understand that the population of
Assam has increased fourfold after independence, while

the state has lost well over four lakh hectares of land
due to erosion since 1950.

[t appears that prior to the last LokSabha elections,
the members of the All Adivasi National Liberation Army
(AANLA) started to find a base among the Adivasis in
the disputed area near Urimghat. This started a new

turf war and problems soon arose over the issue of the

collection of taxes. Reportedly, the ultras from Nagaland

were refused the taxes. This illegal turf war ultimately
ended in bloodshed and indiscriminate firin

and rendering thousands homeless.

Firstly, the state of Assam is surrounded by hilly
states. These hilly states have scarcity of cultivable land.
The population increases day by day and simultaneously
there is growing demand for agricultural Jand_ People of

Vb»o

these states therefore come under the pressure of their
desire to occupy parts of the reserve forest landsfor
their livelihoods and even to settle in the otherwise thinly
populated arable land if possible-outside their state.
These people are mostly guided by their tribal instincts
and are bereft of any respect to the law of the land.

Secondly, the boundary regions are conspicuous
by an intermixture of population. Same type of tribes or
their relatives live in the either side of the boundary-this
inspires encroachers.

Want of proper demarcation through a boundary
line is also another factor. At the time of
separation,adequate emphasis was not given to draw
an exact boundary line.

Fourthly, the congress party of Assam during their
rule never tried to solve this problem. The state
government did not want to go against the center’s will.
The state government therefore many times could not
raise any strong protest even if their neighbouring
counterpart state did support unjustified encroachment
by their own people.However, during the AGP regime;
the government then took some initiatives for bringing
some solutions to the problem. Thereafter, for want of

similar strong will, situation on the borders has only taken
a serious turn,

Fifthly, the Centre hardly shows any strong intent
to solve all thevexed problems relating to the border
conflicts. There ig apprehension that the Centre may
feel content at the very existence of such

complexitiesfor in view of such problems this region
cannot unite,

Conclusion

There are nosuch legal documents,by citing
Which the Nagascan justify their demand over the
occupied areas from Assam. History does not support
any of these areas ever belonging to the Nagas. Th®
Sundaram Commission also advocated for a distin®

border between Assamand Nagaland in 1925. All such
matters have op]
hoped that the

problem. Delay may make the situation even worse.

Border regions should
be developed with provision of good roads and
communication facilities. Vigilance should be enhanced
on the border regions so that not even a single inch of
land of Assam goes to the hands of the other state.
Efforts should be there to solve the problems relating to
the border subjects as early as possible.

The substance which are considered as super-
materials, have extraordinary properties that have
excellent potentials to influence our world in day to day
life. From the lab revolutionized graphene to light
manipulating meta-materials, excellent possibilities of

three super-materials, to transform the world in the
future are discussed below.

Graphene : The miracle material graphene is a
one atom thin substance of carbon invented by Russian
scientists Andre Geim and Konstantin Novoselov at the
University of Manchester on 2004. It posses various

interesting properties with exceptional potentials
including,

(a) The predator (alien) vision material’)1111199

Yes!! There is probability that Graphene might be
able to have Predator vision. Researchers from university
of Michigan have developed a graphene contact lens that
allows its wearer to sense the whole infrared spectrum-
plus visible and ultraviolet light.

They posses “negative refrective
index” contributing magical physics in the current
scientific area The nanostructures of these super-
materials are designed to scatter light in specific ways,

(a) Ultrafast tunable semiconductor metam-
aterial: Fabrication of highly efficient tunable
semiconductor metamaterial is a significant step towards
ultra fast information transfer technology. A collaborative
work between the researchers from Russia U.S. and
Germany has fabricated a meta-material device on
nanoscale which can be done on or off more than 100
billion times per seconds [5].

(b) Hard/Soft metamaterials: Traditional
materials are such that their stiffness cannot be changed
easily. Its either hard or soft after the material is made.
Interesting discovery of metamaterial by recent study
proves that only metamaterial can be changed between
hard and soft in the same device. This property can be
used in near future as your accident protector in car. In
the driving stage the car is made as stiffed and to support
a load. Whereas during collision this become softer to
absorb the energy from the collision and protect
passenger in the car [6]

Aerogels: Aerogels are the strongest but lightest
solid on earth. They are comprised of 90-94% air with
the rest with a non-toxic, environmentally-friendly
compound, silica. The silica is extremely porous, but
because the holes are 1/1 0,000" the diameter of a human
hair, they block nearly all airflow, making it supremely

effective as an insulator.

Jorhat is regarded as the nerve center of the tea industry of India. During the 1860s and 1870s, the entire city
was gradually dotted with a number of tea gardens. Due to the dull and lonely life at the plantation sites, the planters
decided to set up a club in the area. In 1876, the planters, led by the Superintendent of the Jorhat Tea Co. - J.
Huttman, constructed a club and racecourse in the state.

Tocklai Tea Research Centre

Tocklai Tea Research Centre is one of the largest and the oldest tea research stations in the world, where
research on all kinds of tea cultivation and processing is carried out. The centre was established in the year 1911
and has unfurled technological knowledge in tea from time to time.

Bangalpukhari

Bangalpukhari is a tank located on the southern side of the Jorhat city, near Na-ali. The history of this tank
dates back to the year 1739. In the Shravan month of this year, Badan Barphukan, an Ahom Governor known for
his cruelty and tyranny, was murdered by Rupsingh Bangal. Barphukan had captured some Burmese soldiers and
tortured them to the heights of brutality. For his act, Bangal was rewarded with money, which he utilized in constructing
4 tank. Tt was this tank which later became famous as the Bangalpukhari. The local people do not utilize the water
from this tank, as it was excavated from the money received for killing a man.

Thengal Bhavan

Thengal Bhawan was constructed in the year 1880, by Raibahadur Shiva Prasad Barooah. He then started a
weekly in the local language in 1929 from the Bhavan and later established a printing press and an office therein.
He also started a daily newspaper called Dainik Batari with Bagmibar Nilamani Phukan as the editor-in-chief. This
was the first daily newspaper in Assamese and also the first daily newspaper in any language published from a

village in India.
Burigosain Devalay

Burigosain Devalay is an important Sakta Shrine located in the center of the Jorhat city. The image of Burigosain

enshrined in the temple, along with the priest, was brought from Jayantiya and was first established at Rangpur. It

was only later shifted to Jorhat, in Burigosain Devalay.

Introduction:

India is the birth place of Buddhism. Buddhism has left a rich legacy in the field of religion, philosophy ethics,
literature, art out architecture, which have become part of Indian culture heritage the large section of Buddha
devotees are living in Assam Buddhism who have migrated centuries ago from the neighboring countries and some
from eastern part. India with the arrival of Britsh the first category comprise various races of "Tai - speaking tribal
group living in different districts of upper Assam "Tai - Phake" "Tai -Turung" "Tai - Aitous", "Singphos" and "Maus"
while the second category comprises vastly the people of Mog community having a little as

Baruah Mutsuddi choudhuri talukdar singha etc.

The Tai - Khamyanga or khamjangs popularly known as shyams also the cleans of the great shan or Tai tribes
came to Assam crossing the patkai hills at different times from their previous abode in the upper Myanmar. In
Assam, after moving from place to place in different groups, they eventually settled at a place called Dhali near
Titabar in the district of Jorhat in 1794 at the behest of Ahom rule purnananada buragohain however, in 1829 with
the advent of British they were deposed and they moved to a new place called paninora gaon. As time rolled on the
khamyangs began to spread out and now they are found in the village of Balijan shyam Na-Shyam and Betbari
titabar sub division of Jorhat, Chalapathar, Disangpani and Rahanpathar village under the Charaideo sub division in
Sivsagar, Raj apukhuri in Dhanshri sub division and some in Pawojunsunk in Tinsukia

The Shyams are luent in local Assamese language and translated Buddhist literature. There are 30 family in
the Betbari village 30 family in na shay an and 48 family in Balijan village.

Social System of the Tai - Khamyang's:
Introduction

According to the historians that the civilization of Tai is one of ancient world's civilization in 2000BC where
they lived in the bank of the yougtze river of china.

In that time they knew wearing from cotton. They silk clothes also they made different types of wooden
furniture such as comb box "Chatang" (one type of table) etc. they made some playing goods are preserve till now.

They used gold ornaments also.
The Khamti the khamyang are the P60p1§ which were related with gold production. In Tai language "Kham"

In a Tai Khamyang's family the father in the head person of the family there are different typ'eS Of tribes
among the Tais the marriage ceremony between the same tribe is strietly prohibited the Tai-Khamyang's strictly t.O
follow their traditional customs. The father of the Tai family secure a high position. He is fully respected by all of his
family members. The mother of a family also play a important role.

The Tai-khamyang lives at 'Changghar' (Hang-hung) living in a chang ghar is their rational characteristic. It is

also their tradition. It is said that living in this types of house is a hygenic one. A changghar (hang hung) has dif"ferent
parts in it. There is a granary in front of the house of every 'Tai - khanyang' family the granary is situated in the
southern part and they called more freedom their men and today they enjoy equal rights with wan.

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Marriage System:

There are four types of marriage in "Tai-Khamyang" society. These are known as :

a. Pan - Lung

b. Pan - Ann

c. Chou - Lee

d. Gandharba Marriage.

a) Pan Lung Marriage: The Pan Lung is a very luxurious marriage of "Tai Khamyang" society. Generally the
king family and higher officials have celebrated this system of marriage in ancient time.

b) Pan Ann system Marriage: The "tai Khamyang" is widely celebrate this type of marriage system at present
time. At first the boy's family, they select a middle man and send to the girl's house to ask for girl to marry and know
about the opinion of the girl mediator goes the girl's house with "Bhada" (August - September) "Kati (October -
November), Purh (December - January) and chat (March - April) they do not marry in these three months. It is also
restricted to marry between the elder boy and elder girl of the two family. The groom's (Boy) family given the party
to that person which is invited by the bride's family, it's a another tradition of Pan - Ann" marriage.

CONCLUSION

population. It neables the tourist to from a view of his present world and a globle concept of his historic past. All the
resources played and important role in the regional socio-economic development as well as to create employment
opportunity. The promotion and publicity of the cultural life of the Tai Khamyang people are important to attract
tourist. All such resources should have provision to display their history and significance to facility tourist as well as
the local people to rediscover the past.

The study described here was limited only to the 'Tai-Khamyang'tribes as such in intrinsically non generalized.
However the results are significant and can offer important points of consideration for all the tribes of Assam. there
are several scope by which this study could be improved in its next interaction. Firstly a follow up survey is needed
to see the change of the resources over time. Secondly proper study should be increased to provide a proper
guideline for planning and design of religious tourist destination general.

In India, the handloom sector comes second in
providing employment after agriculture. Handloom
weaving is one of the largest sectors in the Indian
economy as it provides employment to 4.3 million
weavers. The contribution of the handloom sector in
the cloth production ofIndia is 15% and accounts for
95% of thetotal handwoven fabrics.

Historical background

Numerous historians have written about the
richness of Indian handlooms and textiles. The fine
products from Indian looms, cotton, wool, linen and silk
finds mention in different historical writings. India was
famous over the civilized world on the finest muslins it
exported. The unmatched supremacy of the Indian
handloom fabrics was achieved through high-level
artistry and intricacy displayed in the works of Indian
weavers.

The tradition of handloom weaving varies from
region to region and every region produces distinct
varieties of material. Northeast India is also known for
its special varieties of designs mainly for the numerous
tribes dwelling in the region. That they create magic in
their works is a widely recognized fact in the world.,

Unfortunately, Indian handloom sector has to

grapple with many serious problems and challenges.

As a result of all this, the handloom WeaVefS
have remained as marginalized as ever. In their
carnestness to bring out some timeless pieces of
handlooms, the weavers spend hours of intense labour
in their looms that are not acknowledged properl}_’-
Though the government in some cases offer subsidielSlt
has not yet been proved enough to improve the scenarto-
The wages of weavers always remains low in spite of
all said and done, Handloom sector could not ensur®
sustainable and satisfactory livelihoods to the weavers
and majority of them are constrained to living in absolute
poverty. Cases have been seen where weavers have
changed their profession and opt for becoming manual
labourer, construction worker, rickshaw puller, to name

a few. Also, migrations have been noticed due to the
fallouts in thissector.

All the initiatives for the sector including incentiV‘?s, i
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like offering of heavy subsidies through Khadi
Gramodyog, and private initiativestaken by Fablndia to
make hand-woven fabrics too have not affected any
major change to the situation.

Present Scenario

Lately, the Indian designers have come forward in
making the hand woven fabric popular. For this in their
collection they try to add some special touches. They
are in their own way in the process of reviving the
centuries-old tradition of handloom fabrics and
introducing it to the global consumers. The Fashion
Design Council of India (FDCI) also offers supports to
the designers in their bids to revive handloom sector by
converting the handmade fabrics to high-end fashion and
couture.

The present government at the Centre has also
been taking numerous initiatives to revive the handloom
sector. Observing August 7 as the National Handloom
Day, campaigns and publicity to attract citizens for using
handloom products are two such important steps taken
by the government. Prime Minister Sri Narendra Modi
has also observed that even an increase of 5 percent
consumption of handloom products may boost the growth
of revenue of hand loom sector by over 33 percent. The
present Union Textile Minister Srimati Smriti Irani has
also been trying to focus on this sector through campaigns
using social media. The government is also trying to
promote use of handloom products by engaging the
services of celebrities and eminent designers who use
to campaign through electronic media. These initiatives
would gradually build brand value and win the attention
of the masses thus increasing acceptability of the
handloom products which in turn could uplift the very
living standard of the weavers.

Conclusion:
The Indian handloom sector has been providing
fruitful employment to a sizeable section of the

What is good acting and how it
is produced are questions that were
been asked for centuries There was
a central debate appearing as early
as Shakespeare's time in the term of
acting-

"Does the actor really/ actually
experience the emotion he is
portraying or should he demonstrate
the emotion without experincing it"

One demanding truthfullness of
experience and of expression and the
other emphasizing the external
nature of acting.

There were only few who have

commented and tried to explain the
nature of acting and its procedure.

In the year 1747 French Journalist
Roman St Albine wrote a book on
acting-- "Le Comedian." This book
dealt with the necessary
qualifications of great performers,
Before that in 1728 Luigi Riccoboni
wrote treatise on emotional acting
verses declamation, which was
translated into English in the year
1740, But non of these books could
help the actors to understand the art
of Acting in real sense.

It was Denish Diderot who for
the first time during the eighteenth
century straightway commented in
his essay " The Paradox of Acting"

(1830) that-
For the actor to

move the audience, he
must remain himself
unmoved. He started
with a very simple and
observable
phenomenon that-

If sensibility
(emotion) was the
prime requisite for the
actor, why was it that
individuals highly
- gifted with this
“_r’»\'&,gafapacity were often

sensitive people often become good
actors?

Diderot noted that use of real
emotion was not possible on the
stage. If the actor is moved
emotionally while on stage he would
be carried away by the emotion as it
is real and would missed the cue's
of the play and would not be able to
stop. He also argued that there are
so many varied and complex
situations embodied in a single
leading role that it would be
impossible to actually feel all of them.

According to Diderot talent of
a good actor lies in the fact that he
can reproduce the external signs of
an emotions precisely- and in such
good measure that the audience will
be convinced.

Diderot was purely theore
fication of theatre what he wrote was
based on the performences he haves
witnessed during his time.

It was Constaintin Stanislavsky
of Russia who revolutionized this art
with his practical understanding of
theatre. The problems Stanislavsky
saw in the creation of a performence
were derived from his own problems
and of his actors.

Before the discoveries of this
great Russian actor- director
Constantin Stanislavsky, all acting
was thought to be either inspirational
or external. His discoveries
introduced us to another approach
commonly called "The system" or
"Stainislavsky's system".

Introduction: Demonetization is a process through 2. Effect on Money Supply:

which old currencies are replaced by new currencies.
In 8th Nov 2016, midnight, the Indian government
decided to demonetize the Rs 500 and Rs 1000 notes,
which accounted for 86% of the country’s circulating
cash and replaced by new Rs 500 and Rs. 2000 notes.
This measure was taken by the Prime Minister Nerendra
Modi as an attempt to address corruption, black money
and counterfeit notes. This move was expected to clean
the formal economic systems and discard black money:.

Demonetization : (Acting of banks during Nov 10 to
Nov 18 2016)

Effects of demonetization on Indian Economy:

Introducing the new Rs 500 and Rs 2000 by the RBI

caused various effects on Indian economy. These are:

1. Effect on Parallel Economy: The removal of Rg
500 and Rs 1000 notes, is expected to remove black
money from the economy and curb the funding for
anti-social activities like smuggling, terrorism,
espionage etc.

Due to the removal of
Rs 500 and Rs 1000 notes, the supply of money was
lower than the demand for money at that time, until

the new Rs 500 and Rs 2000 notes widely circulated
in the market.

3. Effect on Demand: The overall demand was
expected to be affected to an extent. The

demand in following areas is to be influenced
particularly.

a) Consumer goods

b) Real estate and property

¢) Gold and luxury goods

d) Auto mobiles (only to a certain limit)

All these mentioned sectors were expected to face
certain moderation in demand from the consumer side,

Owing to the significant amount of cash transaction
involved in these sectors.

4. Effect on Prices: The price level was expected
to be low, due to moderation from demand side-
This demand driven fal in prices could be
understood as follows:

a) Consumer goods: Prices are expected to fall
only marginally due to moderation in demand
as use of cards and cheque would compensate
for some purchages.

b) Real estate and property: Prices in this




sector are largely expected to fall especially for
sales of properties where major part of the
transactions were cash based rather than based
on banks transfer or cheque transactions in the
medium term. However the prices in this sector
could regain some levels as developers
rebalance their prices (probably charging more
or cheque payment).

5. Effect on Various Economic Entities: With cash
transaction lowering in the short run, until the new
notes were spread widely into circulation certain
sections of the society could face short term
disruption in facilities of their transaction. These
sections are:

a) Agriculture and related sector

b) Small traders

c) SME

d) Service sector

e) House holds

f) Political Parties

g) Professionals like doctor, carpenter, service
providers etc.

h) Retail outlets.

The nature, frequency and amounts of the
commercial transactions involved with these sections
of the economy necessitate cash transactions on more
frequent basis. Thus, these segments are expected to
have the most significant impact part of this

demonetization process and the introduction of new
notes in circulation.

6. Effects on GDP : The GDP formation could be
impacted by this measure, with reduction in the
consumption demand, however with the recent rise
in festival demand is expected to be fall in overall
impact. The economic survey for 2016-17 had

projected India’s GDP growth rate to reduce by
0.25 to 0.5 percent in 2016-17 due to cash
squeeze in the economy following demonetization.
The RBI in its sixth bi-monthly monetary policy
statement on February 8 had revised downwards
GVA growth forecast for 2016-17 to 6.9 percent
from its December estimate of 7.1 percent.

7. Effect on Banks: As rejecting by the government,
the Rs. 500 and Rs.1000 notes automatically deposited
in saving and currents accounts of commercial
banks. This in turn, enhancing the liquidity position
of banks, which can be utilized for further leading
purposes.

Effect on Digital Transacting and Alternatives

Modes of Payment: The amount of cash in hand

of every customer was declined by the
demonetization and therefore, they used credit/debit
card and other prepaid instruments for payments. It
helps in enhancing digital transaction system, E-
wallets, apps and usage of plastic money etc.

Conclusion: Demonetization is really a masterstroke
and it will help in fighting against corruption, black money
and tax evasion. Demonetization can also be sued to
promote “cashless Economy” Prime Minister, Narendra
Mode said, “We might not to be a completely cashless
society soon, but at least we can be less cash economy”.
Cashless economy doesn’t mean storage of cash, rather
it indicates a culture of people setting transaction
digitally. The RBI and the government making several
efforts to reduce the use of cash in the economy by
promoting the

digital payment devices including prepaid instruments
and cards. RBI’s effort settlement facilities aim to
achieve the goal of a “less cash” society.

The British rulers
were also responsible for the
establishment of some other libraries
at the District Head Quarters such
as Victoria Hall at Dhubri, Holiday
Home at Nagaon etc. At that time
Bishnu Ram Hall of Jorhat, Women
Library of Dhubri, Children Library
of Sylhet, Bani Library at Tezpur was
functioning as the true Public Library.

Kumudeswar Barthakur, a
retired secondary school teacher
was an inspiring figure in the growth
and development of library services
in Assam. In 1939 with the
assistance of Lokpriya Gopinath
Bordoiloi the then chief Minister of
Assam and some other political
leaders and the social workers,
Borthakur organized the Library Day
in Assam. This was the begining of
Assam Library Association. After
the 1 session of A.L.A, delegates
coming from different places
expressed their desire for the
establishment of libraries under the
leadership of Barthakur. Thus the
concept of library services gradually
began to percolate to the rural areas.
The students of the rural areas took
initiatives and responsibility of
establishing libraries in their
respective villages. Barthakur's
contribution to the growth and
development of libraries especially
rural libraries in Assam was not only
tremendous but also surprising.

Post Independence Period :

The Government of India after
assuming power in the centre, decided
to spend a good amount for the
improvement of library services in the
country. During the First Five Year
Plan (1952-1957) the
Educational Developmental
Scheme,' Improvement of Library

under

service sponsored by Govt. of India,
the Library services in Assam was
organised in December 1954." In
1954, a central library was established
at Shillong as a first step towards
implementing the scheme of
"Improvement of Library services".
In 1956, the Central Library was
amalgamated with the "Assam
Government Public Library" and
named as "State Central Library". This
library functions as headquarter to
look after the seven District Libraries
that were established at Silchar
(Cachar), Tezpur (Darang), Dhubri
(Goalpara), Guwahati (Kamrup),
Dibrugarh (Lakhimpur), Nagaon
(Nagaon) and Jorhat (Sibsagar).
During 1967- 68, for the five hill
districts, the district libraries at Aijwal,
Diphu, Haflong, Jowai and Tura were
established. To provide library
services at the sub- divisional level
five sub- divisional libraries were at
established during the year 1967- 68.
These were Goalpara, Golaghat,
Karimganj, North- Lakhimpur,
Sibsagar. During 1967- 70, again five
more sub- divisional libraries were
established at Borpeta, Hailakandi,
Kokrajar, Mangaldoi and Nalbari.

and development of rural libraries in
Assam. The Directoriate of Library
services in Assam deeply feels the
urgency and necessity of the Library
services for the rural people. So, it



wants to bring into coverage of all the 714 Gaon
Panchayats in a Phased way. Accordingly Borkola, a
village area under Dakhinpat Gaon Panchayat of
Nagaon District was chosen to establish the first rural
library in Assam.

Role of Rural Library on Society : A rural library
in a village has an important role to play in the process
of social reconstruction and nation building. India is a
underdeveloped country and majority of our people are
the rural people. This point alone is enough to make
understand that unless there is progress in the villages,
the country will not progress. Then, again fifty percent
of the rural community if not more, is illiterate, which
factually proves that India's progress depends mainly
upon the all-round development of the villages. As we
enter the new millenium with high hopes of making our
country a truly developed and prosperous one, we cannot
ignore the role of rural library services among the masses
that are either illiterate or marginally literate. As because
in a developing country one section of people cannot
progress keeping the rest behind, we have to make
progress by bringing the people who are lagging behind
on to the forward line among others and here the rural
library system has to play an all important role.

Rural libraries can contribute in sustaining the quality
of life of the rural people in all aspects such as social,
educational, economic, scientific, industrial, cultural etc.
and they can promote the concept of a democratic
society. Some of the social purposes of the rural public
libraries are acquisition of documents, giving reliable
information, providing intellectual recreation, promoting
research potentials, helping in family planning, developing,
social homogeneity, socializing the individuals, cultivation
of friendship, eradicating illiteracy, helping people to learn
social behaviour and helping to promote socio- cultural,

educational and economic activities suitable to rural
community.

Support in Educational Development
Education has been recognized by all as an instrument
for social change. UNESCO manifesto for public libraries

states that " without public library support there can be
no true democracy, no real freedom of mind or of body."

The Public Library used to offer the adults and the

children the opportunity to keep touch with their times to
educate themselves continuously. In a developing country
like India where formal education is not possible to all
due to many socio-economic factors, especially in the
villages, the public libraries can play a very import?nt
role in providing informal and continuous self educat.lon
to the people. The formal education alone is not sufficient
for overall development of one's personality. Self
education is a life long process and it is the duty of Fhe
public library to support continuous self- education
programme by providing services to the people free f’f
cost. It is that centre of the community which helps %Il
eradicating illiteracy. They are playing the major role in
educating the adults who either could not take formal
education or left out because of many reasons.
Generally, the books, periodicals, magazines and other
sources of information are sometimes out of reach for
many rural people but the rural libraries are taking

initiaves to provide them these sources of information
for their upliftment.

Supports in Economic development :

Public libraries in the rural areas can support in the
implimentation of various government programes of
national development such as agricultural, health ?.nd
nutrition, social welfare, small- scale industries;
community development etc. One of the important
functions of the rural libraries is to improve the agricultur®
of its community by making availlable not only bOOksl
and pamphlets but also arranging shows, agricultur?
camps, exhibitions, lectures etc. for the farmers. R p
libraries provide books and distribute pamphlets relate
to new agricultural techniques of productions among the
farmers as scientific farming requires knowledges-

Supports in eocio-cultura development :

Library has tremendous socio-cultural inﬂuenctet;
Rural libraries are the chief centre of cultural life of



rural community. Through library, one's social contact,
creative capacity, influence on community, leadership
quality etc. can be developed which in turn helps in socio-
cultural development of the individuals. Besides, it helps
in modification of old habits, beliefs, attitudes, values and
cultivation of new ideas.

Rural libraries organize lectures in various useful
topics beneficial for the rural people from time to time
which help to acquire knowledge on various subject
matters. Again Rural libraries usually organize drama,
film shows etc. in order to make aware the rural people
and to make them react against the various social
malpractices such as dowry system, superstitious
beliefs, child marriage etc.

Libraries are the recreational centres which provide
resources for people's entertainment. It is a fact that the
rural areas are characterized by less opportunity for
recreation. In this situation, rural libraries are become
the main centre of recreation for the rural people.

Sadau Asom Gramya Puthibharal Santha :

The rural public libraries are generally organised
and managed by two agencies, namely the Government
Library department and Non- government voluntary
Organisations. Sadau Asom Gramya Puthibharal Santha
(SAGPS) is a state level non- government voluntary
organisation taking an active role for the all round
development of the rural libraries in Assam. SAGPS
came into being on 27th January, 1985 ina public meeting
held at the District Library Auditorium, Nagaon, with a
spontaneous decission made by the representatives of
village libraries and social workers. Putul Ch. Bora was
the founder president of the Santha, while Sri Balladev
Sarmah is the General Secretary from its birth till date.
Now, the Santha has attained 28 years of functioning
and it is the recipient of National Youth Award, Ministry
of Youth Affairs & sports, Govt of India. It is come to
know that there are 693 rural libraries in Assam which
are registered under and managed by SAGPS, whereas
only 204 libraries are managed by the Directoriate of
Library Services, Govt of Assam.

It is working very sincerely by taking different
projects under different schemes of the central and the
state Government. It has great impact towards the socio-
economic development of the society as it is a leading
state level voluntary organisation.

Although the Public Library system is extending services
to the best possible but Assam is yet to have its Library
legislation.

Sadau Asom Gramya Puthibharal Santha and some
other voluntary organisations are taking active role for
the establishment as well as develpoment of rural libraries
throughout the region. The Govt should take initiatives
and should make sufficient budget allocation for these
rural libraries to function properly.

Hence education
can be used as powerful tool to help the women to
understand the constitutional directives and legislative
provisions for reducing women’s exploitation and
negligence upon them, to reduce the gender gap in
literacy levels, to create awareness about the existing
social problems and to fight for fulfillment of the basic
amenities and welfare of the community. Education helps
to enable women to exercise their rights on equal footing
with men and participate in national development.
“Education is the milestone of women empowerment
because it enables them to respond to the challenges, to
confront their traditional role and change their life.” The
target of becoming superpower, a developed country
by 2020 will be achieved only when the women of India
will be empowered through education.
WOMEN EMPOWERMENT: IN PRESENT
SCENARIO

Women empowerment and gender equality in India
is an alarming issue. Some problems such as dowry,
domestic violence, sex selective abortion, female
infanticide are still prevalent. As per the 2011 Census,
women are subject to disadvantages as compared to
men in terms of literacy rates, labour participation rates
and earnings. The Census, 2011 reveals that the total
literate population is 74.04% comprising 65.46% females
and 82.14% males. As per report of UNDP, 2013 on
Human Development Indicators, women constitute 48%
of the population in world of which 29% is national work
force and 26% women have access to formal credit.
The percentage of IPC crimes committed against women
has increased during the last 5 years from 9.6 in the
year 2010 to 11.4% during the year 2014. A woman is
raped once in every 10 minutes. Women perform about
2/3 of total hours, get 1/10" of the world’s income and
own less than 1/100™ of the world resources. Women
occupied only 10% seats in World Parliament and 6%
seats in National Cabinet. India is ranked as the 135

country in the World in imparting free and compulsory

education between the age group of 6 to 14 years (Right
to Education, 2010). In Indian society, preference is still
continuing for a son over the birth of a girl and biased
attitude of the parents is seen in favour of male child in
respect of education, nutrition and other opportunities.

ROLE OF EDUCATION IN ACHIEVING
WOMEN EMPOWERMENT

In spite of constitutional guarantees, legislative
provisions, judiciary mandate and administrative efforts,
the women empowerment in India is still lacking in some
areas. Mere enactment of laws and chalking out of
schemes are not much effective for women
empowerment. Hence education is needed for this. The
National Curriculum Framework of Women pointed out,
“Education of women is an important key in improving
health, nutrition and education in the family and also
empowering them to participate in decision making”.
Moreover, education enables women not only to acquire
knowledge but also help them to achieve economic
security, self-confidence, vocational and technical skills
and guidance, good health and safety, courage and inner-
strength to face challenges in every spheres of life and
enable them to play equal role as men in nation-building.
Education can be used as a tool for reduction of
inequalities and gender bias so that women can move
from weak position to execute their power or capabilities
in society.

The National Policy for the Empowerment of
Women, 2001 stated, “Equal access to education for
women and girls will be ensured, special measures will
be taken to eliminate discrimination, universalize
education, eradicate illiteracy and create gender sensitive
educational system, increase enrolment and retention
rates of girls and improve the quality of education to
facilitate life-long learning as well as development of
vocational or technical skills of women.” Hence some
practical steps should be taken as follows:

e  Different types of educational institutions should
be established exclusively for women in the state.

e  Traditional evil norms and practices, such as child
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marriage child labour, dowry system, child
prostitution, polygamy and female feticides should

be strictly banned by enforcing laws and creating
public awareness.

The government should provide a package of
educational grants, such as providing free books,
uniform, mid-day meals, scholarships, cycles and
so on for enrolment for more girls and reducing

the drop out students, especially from marginalized
families of BPL.

Adult and continuing education, social education,
home schooling etc can be used as a tool of basic
change in the status of women. It would help to
develop in women entrepreneurial skills and job
opportunities. In rural areas mobile library, distance
education through the media, non-formal schools

should be provided for the life-ling education and
empowerment of women.

Technical and vocational education should be
provided particularly to the rural women, such as
tailoring and weaving, mushroom farming, bee
keeping, fruit processing etc, for improving their
vocational efficiency so that they can be self-
appointed and self-supportive. The government will
have to offer financial support and teach them how
they can earn money by starting business activities.
The efforts of Govt. and N.G.O.’s should be co-
ordinated in respect of implementation of schemes
and programmes for empowerment of women.
Better facilities of healthcare, sanitation and

medication should be provided to women. The

judiciary should look after the molestation cases

with special care and transparency.
CONCLUSION

Women play an imperative role in making a nation
progressive and guide it towards development. They are
essential possessions of a lively humanity required for
national improvement. So, if we have to see a bright
future of women in our country, giving education to them
must be a pre-occupation Empowerment means moving
from a weak position to execute a power.

Healthy body carries a
healthy mind and a healthy mind
makes the mental processes very
strong. The World Health
Organization (WHO) defines
health as “a state of complete
physical, mental and social well-
being of an individual and it is not
merely the absence of disease or
infirmity.” Health involves not only
the biological but also the
psychological and social condition
of a human being. Good physical
as well as mental health is vital for
the overall well-being of a person.

In every part of the society
we meet and find many people
who are anyway suffering from
different mental problems,
specially the women. The main
cause of their problems is the
rapidly changing pattern of
lifestyle. We are living in a very
dynamic society which is changing
very rapidly because of the
advancement of modern science
and technology. In society where
all the mental changes have taken

place, social changes have also
become very rapid. Social norms,
customs, traditions and values all
are rapidly changing in modern
society. These changes have made
their life more challenging. Women
who are mentally healthy or who
have the capacities to face such
challenges have faced the
problems of life successfully, but
those who are mentally weak -they
have failed to face the challenges.
As a result, they undergo strains,
acute emotional problems and fail
to adjust themselves well with the
different life situations.

The mental health of
women is a serious issue all over
the world, more particularly in
Indian context. In India, women
are more susceptible than men to
common mental disorders. Women
are depressed due to various
factors including poverty,
traditional expectations of
women’s rule, lack of affection and
conflict with their husbands
widowhood and divorce etc. Post-
natal depression in India affects 11-
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23% of women and is linked to poverty, antenatal
psychiatric morbidity, poor martial and fam'ily
relationships, lack of support, martial violence and birth
of a girl child. Women subjected to violence have a
higher risk of mental illness including depression,
anxiety and psychosomatic symptoms. These problems
are also occurring in Assam. Stress related to pressure
on women to adopt many different roles is a major
factor for higher rates of everything from depression
to phobias. In Assam, women’s are victims of witch
hunts. It is common in Assam’s tea belt and tribal areas
where the literacy rate is abysmal. So, women suffer
different types of chronic mental health problems.

The psychological construct of mental.health
is totally embedded within an individual’s social and
socio-economic relationship. Since women fac.e
gender-based discrimination at every stage of their
lives, their psychological well-being becomes a cause
for great concern. Considering the gravity of matter,
urgent remedial measures such as understanding the
underlying causes of psychological distress among
women, adopting a gender-sensitive approach,
working towards women’s empowerment and
formulating women friendly health policies could work
wonders for the mental health of women.

Free Legal Aid

The Dry Fish Market of Jagiroad
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A Brief Study

The largest dry fish market of Asia is
situated at Jagiroad Town of Morigaon,
Assam. On an average about 500 tonnes
of dry fishes are sold in this market on
three market days in a week. Besides
from Assam, different varieties of dry
fishes come from Uttar Pradesh, Andhra
Pradesh, Maharashtra, Gujarat and West
Bengal to this market. Fishes from this
market are supplied to the states of
Nagaland, Mizoram, Manipur, Meghalaya,
Arunachal Pradesh etc. Fishes from this
market are also exported to south east
Asian countries like Singapore, Malaysia

etc.
The market has witnessed about 20%

growth in the last 20 years according to

the President of "Jagiroad Dry Fish Merchants
Assiciation" The market was set up in 1958 and it has
150 shops at persent. About 4000 people are directly or
indirectly engaged with this market. The market covers
30 acres of land. The annual turnover of the market is
about Pupees 100 crores.

Pattanaik (2000) reported that the main wholesale market
of dried fish lay in North- Eastern states of India and
Jagiroad of Assam is considered to be the gateway of
these fishes. A total of approximately 40-60 thousand
tons of dried fishes is estimated to pass through this
market annually.

Fish in fresh condition is mostly consumed in India. Pro
Cured fish are also widely consumed (Prasad, 1995).
About 69% of the total catch is marketed as fresh and
16.7% is prepared by pro curing (Anon, 1968).

The 73rd and 74th Amendments Act of the constitution of India
have provided some special powers to women like reservation of seats
(33%). A Report of the HRD as in March 2002, shows the status of
reservation in the legislatures of Sweden, Denmark, Finland and Iceland.

At present all over India,
there are a total of 20,56,882 Gaon Panchayat members out of which
women members are 8,38,244 (40.48%).The total Anchalik Panchayat
members are 1,09,324, out of which women members are 47,455
(40.41%). The total Zila Parisad members are 11,708, out of which
women members are 4,923 (42.05%). At the Central and State levels
too, women are progressively making their marks. Today we see chief
ministers, Presidents, leaders of different political parties at various levels
and also businessman among the women. A few notable figures are:
Late Indira Gandhi, Mrs.Prativa Devi Singh Patil, Shila Dixit, Mayawati,
Sonia Gandhi, Brinda Karat, Nazma Heptulla, Indra Nooyi (Pepsi-co)
Susma Swaraj, Mamta Banerji, Medha Patkar, etc. Women are also
involved in human development issues of child rearing, education, health
and gender partiy. Many of them have gone into the making and marketing
of a range of cottage products— like Pickles, tailoring, embroidery etc.

" The economic empowerment of women is being
regarded these days as a sine- quo- non of progre'ss
for a country. Hence, the issue of economic
empowerment of women holds importance for both
the policy makers and the politicians.

Reason for women empowerment:

Today we have different acts and schemes
of the Central Government as well as State
Governments to empower the women of India. But
in India, women are discriminated and marginalised
at every level of the society. Women in India are
generally found to be economically weak. Even in
the twenty first century, a very negligible portion of
women in India are engaging in services and other
activities. They need opportunities for economic
freedom so that they can stand on their own feet.
According to the 2001 census, the rate of literacy

among men in India was 76% whereas it was 54% in
case of women. The women must be able to get
educationally advanced as a means of empowerment.
It has also been noticed that some women are t0o
weak to work. They are undernourished yet have to
work hard.

Subhas Chandra Bose, affection-
ately called as Netaji, was one of
the most prominent leaders of Indian
freedom struggle. Though Mahatma
Gandhi and Jawaharlal Nehru have
garnered much of the credit for
successful culmination of India's
freedom struggle, the contribution of
Subash Chandra Bose is no less. He
has been denied his rightful place in
the annals of Indian history. He
founded Indian National Army (Azad
Hind Fauj) to overthrow British
Empire from India and came to
acquire legendary status among

Indian masses.

Subhas Chandra Bose

Subhas Chandra Bose was
born on January 23, 1897 in Cuttack,
Orissa. His father Janaki Nath Bose
was a famous lawyer and his mother
Prabhavati Devi was a pious and
religious lady. Subhas Chandra Bose
was the ninth child among fourteen
siblings. He was a brilliant student
right from his childhood. He topped
the matriculation examination of
Calcutta province and graduated
with a First class in Philosophy from
the Scottish Church College in
Calcutta. He strongly
influenced by Swami Vivekananda’s

was

teachings and was known for his
patriotic zeal as a student. To fulfill
his parents wishes he went to
England in 1919 to compete for
Indian Civil Services. In England he
appeared for the Indian Civil Service
examination in 1920, and came out
fourth in order of merit. However,
Subhas Chandra Bose was deeply
disturbed by the Jallianwalla Bagh
massacre, and left his Civil Services
apprenticeship midway to return to
India in 1921

After returning to India, Netaji
Subhash Chandra Bose came under
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 the influence of Mahatma Gandhi and joined the Indian
National Congress. On Gandhiji’s instructions, he started
working under Deshbandhu Chittaranjan Das, whom he
later acknowledged his political guru. Soon he showed
his leadership mettle and gained his way up in the
Congress hierarchy. In 1928, the Motilal Nehru
Committee appointed by the Congress declared in favour
of Domination Status, but Subhas Chandra Bose along
with Jawaharlal Nehru opposed it, and both asserted
that they would be satisfied with nothing short of complete
independence for India. Subhas also announced the
formation of the Independence League. Subhas Chandra
Bose was jailed during Civil disobedience movement in
1930. He was released in 1931 after Gandhi-Irwin pact
was signed. He protested against the Gandhi-Irwin pact
and opposed the suspension of Civil Disobedience

Movement specially when Bhagat Singh and his
associates were hanged.

Subash Chandra Bose was soon arrested again
under the infamous Bengal Regulation. After a year, he
was released on medical ground and was banished from
India to Europe. He took steps to establish centres in
different European capitals with a view to promoting
politico-cultural contacts between India and Europe.
Defying the ban on his entry to India, Subash Chandra
Bose returned to India and was again arrested and jailed
for a year. After the General Election of 1937, Congress

came to power in seven states and Subagh Chandra
Bose was released. Shortly afterwards he was elected
President of the Haripura Congress Session in 1938.
During his term as Congress President, he talked of
planning in concrete terms, and set up a National planning
Committee in October that year. At the end of his first
term, the presidential election to the Tripuri Congress
session took place early 1939. Subhag Chandra Bose
was re-elected, defeating Dr. Pattabh; Sitaramayya who
had been backed by Mahatma Gandhi and the Congress
Working Committee. Clouds of World War I were on

the horizon and he brought a resolution to give the
British six months to hand India over to the Indians,
failing which there would be a revolt. There was much
opposition to his rigid stand, and he resigned from the

post of president and formed a progressive group known
as the Forward Block.

Subhas Chandra Bose now started a mass
movement against utilizing Indian resources and men
for the great war. There was a tremendous response to
his call and he was put under house arrest in Calcutta.
In January 1941, Subhas Chandra Bose disappeared from
his home in Calcutta and reached Germany via
Afghanistan, Working on the maxim that “an enemy’s
enemy is a friend”, he sought cooperation of Germany
and Japan against British Empire. In January 1942, he
began his regular broadcasts from Radio Berlin, which
aroused tremendous enthusiasm in India. In July 1943,
he arrived in Singapore from Germany. In Singapore he
took over the reigns of the Indian independence
Movement in East Asja from Rash Behari Bose and
organised the Azad Hind Fayj (Indian National Army)
comprising mainly of Indian prisoners of war. He was
hailed as Netaji by the Army as well as by the Indian
civilian population in East Asia. Azad Hind Fauj
proceeded towards India to liberate it from British rule-
Enroute it liberated Andaman and Nicobar Islands. The
LN.A. head quarter was shifted to Rangoon in January

1944. Azad Hind Fauj crossed the Burma Border, and
stood on Indian soi] on

March 18, 1944,

However, defeat of Japan and Germany in the
Second World War forced INA to retreat and it could
not achieve itg objective. Subhas Chandra Bose was
reportedly killed in an air crash over Taipeh, Taiwan
(Formosa) on August 18, 1945, Though it is widely
believed that he was still alive after the air crash not
much information could be found about him.
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Cashless Economy

A cashless economy is a
system where any type of money
transaction is done through digital
means like debit cards, electronic

fund transfer, mobile payment,
internet banking, mobile wallets
and other‘newly evolved payment
channels. This will leave very
little scope for flow of hard cash
in the economy.

The Government has

scrapped 500 and 1000 rupee
notes, to curb black money in the

economy. Black money fuels corruption and terrorism
in India. However, the scrapping of 500 and 1000
rupee notes create the need for an alternative to cash.
This gives an opportunity for India to become a
cashless economy. A lot of citizens believe that mobile
wallet is the solution to make India cashless. But to
encash money stored in a mobile wallet is quite
difficult. We have to transfer money into a bank
account.

However, having 100% cashless economy is not
good for India. Everyone is aiming towards it but still
uses cash. Sweden which is the most cashless society
use 3% cash transaction. Around 65% transaction in
India takes place in the form of cash. Advanced
mechanisms have to be implemented in order to make
the transactions electronic. Better taxation law needs
to be introduced to encourage people to use plastic/
electronic medium to receive or make payments.
Uniform taxation could be done.

Our economy will definitely become stronger but
100% cashless is not a good idea for any economy.
The sense of ownership of holding the currency is
important for the individual as well as for democracy.




Armed Forces Special Power Act

The Armed Forces Special Power Act (AFSPA)
dates back to 11th September, 1958, when it received
the assent of the President after both the houses of
the Parliament of India had passed the Act. It was
enacted to provide certain special powers to the armed
forces in “disturbed areas” where the armed forces
were deemed necessary to aid the civil power. The
Act provides more power to the armed forces in
disturbed areas and was first introduced in Assam,
Manipur, Meghalaya, Nagaland, Tripura and the then
Union territories, Arunachal Pradesh and Mizoram.
It was extended to Jammu and Kashmir in July 1990.

In relation to any State or Union Territory to
which this Act extends, it empowers the Governor,
the Administrator or the Central Government to
declare the whole or part of the State or Union
Territory as disturbed area vide a notification in the
official Gazette, so as to allow the armed forces to
aid the civil power in controlling the situation.
However, the Governor or administrator, despite being
empowered by the Act to declare any area of the
State as “disturbed area”, cannot take “arbitrary

decisions” on ground of absence of legislative
guidelines.

The Act also empowers any Warrant Officer or
any other person of equivalent rank in the armed
forces to open fire after giving due warning. The Act
also gives unrestricted power to the army officer to

search any premise or arrest anyone without warrant
even by using force, on the basis of a “reasonable
suspicion” that the person had either committed or
was “about to commit a cognizable offence.”

But in the course of time, it is seen that the
armed forces have been misusing the power given to
them. Many human rights activists have claimed it to
be a serious violation of human rights in the region. It
is widely alleged that there are cases of gross abuse
ofthe civilians’ rights to survive through AFSPA.
I[romSharmila, a civil rights activist from Manipur, 0n€
of the State where AFSPA prevails, had been on a 16

year long hunger strike demanding the abolition of
AFSPA in the region.

Be it due to Irom Sharmila’slong hunger strike
in Manipur or the protestors’various agitational
programmes including organizing of candle maTCh"jS
against AFSPA in various places of the state, there 15
a growing public opinion in the country against
AFSPA. The Act has been under severe criticism
from all quarters of the society for its draconian natur®

and more particularly for its being widely misused by
the armed forces.
